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       Maple Sugar Days at Wehr Nature Center

(Franklin, WI) –The Wehr Nature Center, 9701 W. College Avenue, invites the whole family to Maple Sugar Days on the weekend of March 24th and 25th from 1pm to 4pm.  Hike with a naturalist guide to see tapped sugar maple trees and taste fresh sap as it drips out fresh from the trunk.  

Visit an old-time sugarin’ camp and watch as the clear sap boils down to dark maple syrup.  Hands on activities for young and old will include using a hand drill on a log, trying Native-American methods of boiling sap without metal pans, and making a craft.  A sweet reward will be the sampling of real syrup on a pancake.  

Programmed hikes to the sugarbush last 45 minutes rain or shine.  Instructions and equipment for tapping one’s own maple trees will be available.  Tickets to this event may be purchased at the door.  Groups of children must have one adult for every two children.  Maple Sugar Fun Patches in the Wehr Nature Store cost $2.  The regular parking fee will be in effect.
