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            Milwaukee Film Announces Summer Contest in County Parks
(Milwaukee) – Beginning Saturday, August 1, Milwaukeeans will be well advised to keep their eyes peeled while recreating in some of Milwaukee’s most well-known parks. 

In partnership with Milwaukee County Parks, Milwaukee Film will host a month-long summer contest – The Reel Deal: Great Summer Search with Milwaukee Film and Milwaukee County Parks. Milwaukee Film will hide 20 film reels throughout five Milwaukee County Parks beginning August 1, and those who find the reels can redeem them for valuable prizes good for the 2009 Milwaukee Film Festival presented by the Milwaukee Journal Sentinel, taking place September 24 – October 4. 

The reels will come in four colors, and each color signifies a different prize: 

1.  Red (10 reels) = a pair of tickets to the 2009 Milwaukee Film Festival

2.  Silver (5 reels) = a 6-pack of tickets to the 2009 Milwaukee Film Festival

3.  Gold (3 reels) = a 12-pack of tickets to the 2009 Milwaukee Film Festival

4.  Black (2 reels) = a Full Festival Pass to the 2009 Milwaukee Film Festival 

The reels will be hidden in common use areas, along trails, and in foliage and trees (no more than five feet from foot and bike trails) throughout five Milwaukee County Parks – Veterans Park, Lake Park, Riverside Park, Cathedral Square Park and Brown Deer Park (Picnic Area 4 only). Prizes are valued between $20 and $300, and the more valuable the prize, the more challenging the reel will be to find!
