EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

This Phase | Environmental Site Assessment (ESA) of 1036-38 West National Avenue, Milwaukee,
Wisconsin was requested by Mr. Matt Haessly, Real Estate Specialist, Department of City Development,
City of Milwaukee. The purpose of this Phase | ESA is to identify potential environmental concerns
associated with the past and present land uses of the property identified above and its neighboring

properties.

The project site is 3,500-sq. ft. (0.08-acre) and zoned LB2, or Local Business District 2. A two-story brick
building is located on the project site.

The City's Historic Preservation staff has reviewed the project site and indicated that the project site is
located in a stretch of National Avenue that is considered eligible for local designation and may be eligible
for National Register listing. Projects involving the project site should be referred to the City of Milwaukee
Historic Preservation staff at 414-286-5705. (Appendix C)

The project site was historically an automotive rebuilder, specializing in radiator and bodywork.

The City of Milwaukee Health Department has a “closed” file on the project site. The file indicated that in
1986 through 1987, and again in 1993, the occupants of the project site reportedly disposed of wood
palettes that had been soaked with oil by incineration. Burning the wood palettes created emissions that

were referred to the WDNR.

The City of Milwaukee Records Center files included a building plan of the project site dated August 14,
1975. The plan showed an “automatic push-button elevator” with a jack with oil return.

On January 3, 2003 City staff conducted a cursory site inspection of the project site. The subject property
and surrounding areas slope toward the Menomonee Valley to the north. A brick building covers the entire
project site. The portion of the building fronting on W. National Ave. is two stories, and the rear portion of
the building is three stories due to the contour of the land. There is a distinct difference in the exterior brick
of the building, indicating that the rear, or northern, portion had been a later addition at the project site.

The front of the building includes a painted sign that displays “SAECO”, and a garage door that is filled in
with concrete block. A garage door is also located on the back of the building facing the alley to the north.
Large glass-block windows are present on all sides of the building. A trap door and an exposed vent pipe
were observed on the west side of the building. Several exhaust vents were present on the sides and rear
of the building, built into the glass-block windows.

Adjacent Sites

hall, entertainment company, gardener, drug store, soccer club, die makers, appliance store, restaurant, painting contractor,
office supply store, plumber, plastic tile sales, refrigeration company, tool manufacturers, jewelers, glove store, dairy
company, trucking company, paper and supply company, video store, humane society, welding shop, tank service repair,

engraving company, junk dealer

Information regarding environmental health gathered from the WDNR, USEPA, and City of Milwaukee
records included many addresses located in the area immediately surrounding the project site. However,
we do not believe these properties have adversely impacted the project site.

Recommendations

Based on available information regarding the project site and adjacent properties, we recommend a Phase
Il Environmental site Assessment at this time.

A Right of Entry should be obtained to implement the above recommendation.

As a precaution, any land disturbing activities (e.g. soil boring, grading, construction, etc.) should be
preceded by a comprehensive and systematic search for underground storage tanks, utility mains, and / or
fixtures. Confirmation efforts (e.g. additional record searches, and/or back hoe excavations) should be

conducted to investigate suspected tanks.

If found, the contents of the underground storage tank should be sampled and tested for potential reuse,
recycling, or disposal according to State regulations.

If found, all abandon tanks should be properly removed, and a site assessment conducted, according to
existing WDNR regulations. The tanks should also be registered with the Wisconsin Department of

Commerce (DCOM).

On January 3, 2003 City staff conducted a cursory inspection of the parcels immediately
adjacent to the project site. The following information was observed.

The project site is located in a particularly dense neighborhood along a prominent commercial strip. A
boarded-up, vacant mixed use commercial/residential building site (1034 W. National Ave.) is located directly
east of the project site. An alley and a vacant commercial building with a fenced-in yard (704 S. 11% St))
bound the project site to the north. A large ventilation system was observed on the rear portion of 704 S. 118
St. Adjacent land uses to the south and west included mixed-use commercial/residential buildings.

4.0 Summary

41 General Property Information

411 The project site is 3,500-sq. ft. (0.08-acre) and zoned LB2, or Local Business
District 2. A two-story brick building is located on the project site.

412 The City's Historic Preservation staff has reviewed the project site and indicated
that the project site is located in a stretch of National Avenue that is considered
eligible for local designation and may be eligible for National Register listing.

431 The City of Milwaukee Health Department has a “closed” file on the project site.
The file indicated that in 1986 through 1987, and again in 1993, the occupants of
the project site reportedly disposed of wood palettes that had been soaked with oil
by incineration. Burning the wood palettes created emissions that were referred
to the WDNR.

432 The City of Milwaukee Records Center files included a building plan of the project
site dated August 14, 1975. The plan showed an “automatic push-button
elevator’ with a jack with oil return.

Site Inspection

On January 3, 2003 City staff conducted a cursory site inspection of the project site. The
subject property and surrounding areas slope toward the Menomonee Valley to the north.
A brick building covers the entire project site. The portion of the building fronting on W.
National Ave. is two stories, and the rear portion of the building is three stories due to the
contour of the land. There is a distinct difference in the exterior brick of the building,
indicating that the rear, or northern, portion had been a later addition at the project site.

The front of the building includes a painted sign that displays “SAECQ", and a garage door
that is filled in with concrete biock. A garage door is aiso located on the back of the
building facing the alley to the north. Large glass-block windows are present on all sides
of the building. A trap door and an exposed vent pipe were observed on the west side of
the building. Several exhaust vents were present on the sides and rear of the building,
built into the glass-block windows.

Adjacent Sites

The following land uses were historically located at sites located in the area surrounding

the project site: residential, grocery store, real estate office, roofing contractor, furnace company,
vending company, leather repair shop, supply company, church, auto repair shop, radio and electric
company, appliance service, toy and games company, laundromat, “sentinel station,” machine shop,
barber, sales company, commercial artist/contractor, dry cleaner, manufacturing company, florist,
cabinet maker, anfique store, baker, beauty shop, tavern, shoe store, coffee company, billiard hall,
entertainment company, gardener, drug store, soccer club, die makers, appliance store, restaurant,
painting contractor, office supply store, plumber, plastic tile sales, refrigeration company, tool
manufacturers, jewelers, glove store, dairy company, trucking company, paper and supply company,
video store, humane society, welding shop, tank service repair, engraving company, junk dealer
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Information regarding environmental health gathered from the WDNR, USEPA, and City of
Milwaukee records included many addresses located in the area immediately surrounding
the project site. However, we do not believe these properties have adversely impacted

the project site.

5.0 Recommendations

51 Based on available information regarding the project site and adjacent properties, we
recommend a Phase |l Environmental site Assessment at this time.

52  ARightof Entry should be obtained to implement the above recommendation.

5.3  As aprecaution, any land disturbing activities (e.g. soil boring, grading, construction, etc.)
should be preceded by a comprehensive and systematic search for underground storage
tanks, utility mains, and / or fixtures. Confirmation efforts (e.g. additional record searches,
and/or back hoe excavations) should be conducted to investigate suspected tanks.

5.3.1 If found, the contents of the underground storage tank should be sampled and
tested for potential reuse, recycling, or disposal according to State regulations.

5.3.2 Iffound, all abandon tanks should be properly removed, and a site assessment
conducted, according to existing WDNR regulations. The tanks should also be
registered with the Wisconsin Department of Commerce (DCOM).
