Building, mechanical, plumbing and energy conservation codes as they apply to SDHW will be highlighted. Discussions will focus mainly on the areas that are important to inspectors so that they will have confidence that the system they inspect has been installed safely. Structural compliance, proper collector, piping, storage, valving and heat exchanger installation methods will be discussed. A checklist will be provided that will facilitate the inspection of the system.
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
