Meeting of Wednesday, July 22, 2009
Clinton Rose Senior Center

Chief Judge Jeffrey Kremers called the meeting to order at 9:30 a.m.  Executive Committee Members in attendance were:  County Executive Scott Walker, Chief Judge Jeff Kremers, Sheriff David Clarke, Mayor Tom Barrett, First Assistant Chief Public Defender Tom Reed, Supervisor Willie Johnson, Jr., Kit Murphy McNally, Chief of Staff Judy Pal, representing Police Chief Ed Flynn.
Community Input/Discussion – Milwaukee County Drug Treatment Court
Judge Joe Donald presented information about the new Milwaukee County Drug Treatment Court.
Holly Szablewski also presented information and identified team members who had attended special drug treatment court training in Portland several months ago.  She announced that Milwaukee County has received notice that it will be the recipient of a drug court implementation grant from the federal government.  The grant will include payment for a drug court coordinator, the LSIR screening tool, an offset for drug testing and program evaluation.  Judge Donald read the mission statement for the drug treatment court and other members of the drug court team commented from their perspectives.  A question and answer period followed the presentation.
Meeting Format

Chief Judge Kremers mentioned the new meeting format of a discussion of a single topic with community input.  As such, reports will not be given by the committee chairs, but minutes will be available either at the meeting or on the Community Justice Council website.  Meeting notices will be sent out through Milwaukee County’s “e-notify” system.
