Lyons Park

Lyons Park is a 12.9 acre neighborhood park located on the south side of the City of Milwaukee (see location map).

The park is named in honor of Willard P. Lyons, who served as a member of the Milwaukee County Board of Supervisors for 30 years, 1924-1954.

Acquisition of land for the park occurred in 1946, however, development of the site did not commence until 1956.

This neighborhood park is rather unique given the extent of the natural area contained on the site.  In addition, the park has a complete array of facilities for active recreation.  They include the following:

· Pavilion with adjacent wading pool

· Play equipment area

· Basketball courts

· Informal softball field
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
