UNEMPLOYMENT

· According to the US Census, unemployment increased by 24% between 2000 and 2005.

· Cited in the Start Smart Milwaukee Report, employment since the year 2000 has decreased at a comparatively faster rate than other similarly sized cities in the nation.

POVERTY

Nation

· The United States has 2nd highest child poverty prevalence (22%) among developed countries in the organization for Economic Cooperation and Development.7
· The average Black child lives in a neighborhood with a poverty rate of 21% compared to a neighborhood poverty rate of 8% for the average White child, 19% for the average Hispanic child, and 11% for the average Asian child.7
City of Milwaukee
· 7th in the nation for the percentage of families living in poverty.2
· 4th highest in the nation for the percentage of children living below the poverty line at 41%.2
· Of the 259,790 children in Milwaukee County, 74,000 children live in poverty.  Of those 74,000 children, 91% of them live in the City of Milwaukee.8
HOUSING

Milwaukee County
· About 11,459 mortgage loans(26%subprime loans and 74% regular loans) were issues to households with less than $30,000 in income and for unparalled amounts of mortgages. About half (45%) of these mortgages were made to home buyers in the Community Development Block Grant neighborhoods(2).

· The financially at-risk homeowners under age 55 are majority white(61% are white, 31% are African American) more likely to have a mortgage (88%), including 42% who also have a 2nd mortgage or home equity loan. 

City of Milwaukee

· When families spend more than 30 percent of their income on housing, it is considered unaffordable.  

· Another estimated 42,552 poor households are renters. Of these 67% are working poor, and 18% are elderly and disabled. Most of the working families consist of single parents; out of those single parents, 47% spend more than half of their income on housing related costs, while 78% spend more than 30% of their income on housing. 

SINGLE PARENT FAMLIES

Wisconsin

· African American children are 3.5 times more likely to be born into a single parent family than Whites.8 
City of Milwaukee

· The percentage of single parent families in the City of Milwaukee increased 21% between 2000 and 2004.8
SINGLE MOTHER FAMILES

Nation

· In 2005, the national poverty prevalence of children in a female-headed household was 43% compared to 9% of married-couple households.7
City of Milwaukee

· In 2004, 61% of all births in the City of Milwaukee were to unmarried women.8
· Single mothers in the City of Milwaukee are 16% more likely to live in poverty compared to other single mother families in the state of Wisconsin, and 7% more likely to live in poverty compared to single mothers in Milwaukee County.8
EDUCATION
Nation
· The average Hispanic child attends a school where 55-60% of children are poor.7
· Children in neighborhoods with large proportions of adults who did not complete their education may internalize that academic success is not a strong social norm in their neighborhood.16
State

· According to the Start Smart Milwaukee Report, in 2003, the State of Wisconsin had one of the highest high school graduation frequencies in the country at 92%.

· Dropout Prevalence for Men= 1.88%

· Dropout Prevalence for Women= 1.28 %

· Black/African American students had the highest dropout prevalence followed by Native American/Alaskan Natives, Hispanics, Asian/Pacific Islanders, and Whites.

· Prevalence in all ethnic/racial categories have decreased except for Native American/Alaskan Natives which increased by .5% since the 1996-1997 academic year, but has since decreased by 1.3%.

· In 2006-2007, the most significant reduction in dropout prevalence occurred in the Black population with a decrease of 2.78% since the 1996-1997 academic year.12
City of Milwaukee

· According to the Start Smart Milwaukee Report, a high school completion rate in 2006-2007 was 68.6%.

· Dropout Prevalence for Men in 2006-2007= 6.33%

· Dropout Prevalence for Women in 2006-2007=5.4%

· In 2006, American Indian/Alaskan Natives have the lowest diploma completion rates at 64.4%

· Native American/Alaskan Natives in Milwauke  had the highest drop out prevalence followed by Black students, Hispanics, Whites, and then Asian Pacific Islanders.18
· The majority of students (9.1%) dropped out during the 10th grade.12

· 22.7% of mothers within the targeted Milwaukee Healthy Beginnings Project area reported a fear or dislike for health care providers.2

NEIGHBORHOODS

According to the Smart Start report, neighborhood norms have the ability to uniquely impact a child’s lifelong development, health and safety by establishing a child’s peer group and role models. Norms can help determine which path a child follows throughout their adolescents and young adulthood.   Neighborhood location can also determine what services are available and accessible to assist a child’s development.7
Metropolitan Milwaukee

· Black children experienced the highest dissimilarity with respect to white children in Milwaukee WI, Detroit MI, Gary IN, and New York NY.7 This is interpreted as the proportion of minority children who would have to move to a different neighborhood so that their representation in each neighborhood equaled their representation in the metro area overall.7
· The Milwaukee-Waukesha area has been ranked 8th for the worst neighborhood environment for non-Hispanic Black children.  Milwaukee-Waukesha ranked 6th worst for non-Hispanic Asian and 7th worst for Hispanic children.7
· Although the Milwaukee metropolitan area ranks in the top 10 worst cities for neighborhood environments for 3 of 4 racial/ethnic groups, Milwaukee ranks 6th for neighborhoods with the best indicators for neighborhood environments for non-Hispanic White children.7
City of Milwaukee

· Of the 74,813 children in Wisconsin living in severely stressed neighborhoods, 85.5% of these children live in the City of Milwaukee.7
· Of the 128,256 children in Wisconsin living in High Poverty neighborhoods, 74.2% of these children can be found in the City of Milwaukee.7

· The number of residents not personally covered by health care coverage in 2005 was 15%.13
State

· 11% of residents were not covered in the State of Wisconsin in 2005.13
City of Milwaukee-(Aurora Survey Data)
· The number of individuals not personally insured in 2006 was 13%.

· The most common characteristics of those who reported no health care coverage were males, non-White and non-African American, Hispanic with a high school education or less, with a household income of 30,001 or less and unmarried.13 
· The number of households with at least one member who was not currently covered rose from 19% in 2003 to 20% in 2006.2
· Households with one member not covered sometime in that year rose from 27% to 30%.13
· Of households in the central city, 36% had one member not covered at least once during the year, as compared to 27% of households not in central Milwaukee.13
INSURED

Nation

· Between 1987 and 2002, private health insurance spending per capita rose 60%

· Increases in diagnoses and costs for treatments have accounted for much the increased cost per capita spending in healthcare.

PERSONS NOT RECEIVING NEEDED MEDICAL CARE IN PAST 12 MONTHS

City of Milwaukee (Aurora Community Health Survey Data)13
· 14% of all surveyed answered that they did not receive needed care; 

· 13% of men answered they did not receive needed care compared to 16% women. 

· Seventeen percent of respondents 25 to 34 years old and 16% of those 18 to 24 years old or 45 to 54 years old reported they did not receive the medical care they thought they needed compared to 9% of respondents 65 and older. 

· Female respondents were more likely to report they did not receive the medical care they thought they needed (16%) compared to male respondents (13%).

· African American respondents were more likely to report they did not receive the medical care they thought they needed (19%) compared to white respondents (11%) or respondents of another race (15%).

As compared to the City of Milwaukee, Pepin, Price, Pierce, and Polk counties had a higher number of full time equivalent employees in 2003. In 2004, Florence, Langlade, Pepin, Price, Pierce, and Polk counties were able to serve their populations with more full time employees per capita compared to Milwaukee. This is interesting since all of the counties with more full-time employees per capita are rural counties in northern Wisconsin.  From the Table above, we can see that as population has decreased in Milwaukee so have the number of full-time employees. The number of full time equivalent staff in Milwaukee decreased by 23 people between 2003 and 2004.16

ROUTINE CHECKUPS

City of Milwaukee

· Women had routine checkups at a higher frequency than men at 92% in 2003 and 90% in 2006 compared to 81% of men in 2003 and 83% of men in 2006.1
· 93% of African Americans in 2006 reported having a routine checkup within two years compared to 83% of white or other respondents. 2 

· In the central city zip codes only 78% of college graduates had a checkup in the last two years compared to 84% of individuals with some post high school education and 91% of respondents with a high school education or less. 3
· Central city respondents in every age group except for the 18-24 age group had a higher prevalence of medical checkups in the last two years compared to non-central residents.3
· 82% of Central city respondents between the ages of 28 and 34 had a checkup over the past two years compared to 94% of this age group outside of the central city.3 

· Marital status did not play a significant role in determining if respondents had had a medical checkup within the last two years.3

DENTAL VISITS

City of Milwaukee (Aurora Milwaukee Community Health Assessment Data)13
· The percent of individuals who had a dental visit within the last year decreased 8 percentage points between 2003 and 2006.13 

· The largest decline of dental visits occurred within the 25-34 age group in which the number of respondents who answered that they had gone to the dentist in less than one year decreased by 14 percentage points from 66% to 52%. 

· 60% of non-central city respondents reported they had seen a dentist in less than a year compared to 52% of central city respondents.13
· Non-central city respondents across all age groups and races reported seeing the dentist at a higher frequency than central city respondents.13
EYE EXAMS

City of Milwaukee

· From 2003 to 2006, there was a 7% decrease in the number of respondents who reported an eye exam in the last year.6  

· When the City of Milwaukee data was broken into regions, female respondents in the central region were 11% more likely to see an eye doctor compared to 36% of male respondents in the central region, but female residents in the central region were not more likely to have a recent eye exam compared to men and women in the non-central region.7
· According to the 2003 Urban Health Forum, Hispanic residents were 9% less likely than White respondents to see an eye doctor in the past year, 12% less likely than Black/African American non-Hispanic respondents, and 10% less likely to have a recent eye exam compared to other respondents.  In 2006, Hispanic origin was not a significant variable according to the Aurora Community Health Survey Data.6  

GENERAL CANCER SCREENINGS
Nation

· 26% of respondents 50 and older reported a blood stool test.13
State

· In 2004 59% of Wisconsin residents reported having had either a sigmoidoscopy or colonoscopy in their lifetime.12
· 27% of Wisconsin respondents reported a blood stool test in 2003.13  

City of Milwaukee

· In 2006, 60% of residents reported having had a sigmoidoscopy or colonoscopy.13
· Responses did not vary significantly by gender or race.

· In 2006, 37% of respondents in Milwaukee reported having had a blood stool test within the past two years.  This does not come close to meeting the 2010 Healthy people goal of 50% of all people 50 and older having a blood stool test.13
· African American respondents were slightly more likely to report having had a blood stool test within the past two years. 13
NUTRITION

City of Milwaukee

· Between 2003 and 2006, there was a noted decrease in the overall number of respondents who reported that they ate the recommended amount of fruits and vegetables per day.  

· Women in both categories were more likely to eat fruits and vegetables compared to men.

Recommended Fruit Intake (2 or more servings of fruit/day)  

· In both 2003 and 2006, respondents between 18 and 24 years of age were most likely to eat two or more servings of fruit per day with a noted increase of 18 to 24 year olds eating fruit in 2006. 

· There was a noted decrease in the percent of respondents in all other age categories since 2003 who at the recommended servings of fruit.  

· African American respondents were least likely to eat the recommended amount of fruits per day.  

· Respondents with a college education were more likely to eat two or more servings of fruit per day (67%) compared to 60% of respondents with some post high school education and 51% of respondents with a high school education or less.  

Recommended Vegetable Intake (3 or more servings of vegetables/day)

· White respondents (25%) were more likely to report eating the recommended amount of vegetables per day compared to 19% of African American respondents and 20% of respondents of another race.  

· Respondents with a college education and an income greater than $60,000 were also more likely to report eating three or more servings of vegetables per day. 

· Participants who met recommended physical activity levels reported eating vegetables at an incidence 16% higher than persons who were not physically active at all.

In order to meet the 2010 Healthy People goals, an additional 17% of Milwaukee residents need to incorporate more fruits into their diet.  Likewise, an additional 28% of Milwaukee residents need to improve the number of servings of vegetables they eat to meet the 2010 Healthy people goal.13 

PHYSICAL ACTIVITY
City of Milwaukee

      Moderate Activity (At least 30 minutes/day on 5 or more days/week)


Examples: brisk walk, vacuuming, gardening, (small increases in breathing or heart rate)
· 40% of respondents 35-44 years old reported moderate physical activity five or more times a week compared to only 29% of 18- 34 year olds or 65 year olds and above. 

· There was a noted increase in the number of respondents 65 and older who reported the recommended amount of moderate physical activity. 

· Non-Hispanic respondents were 8% more likely to report moderate to physical activity compared to Hispanic respondents who reported moderate physical activity five or more times a week only 25% of the time.  

Vigorous Activity (At least 20 minutes/day on three or more days/week)

  Examples: running, aerobics, heavy yard work, (large increase in breathing and heart rate)
· 20% of respondents reported meeting this activity requirement.  

· In 2006, 26% of men compared to 15% of women reported exercising at higher intensity intervals.   

· Respondents who were White or of another race were more likely to meet the activity requirements for this category compared to 16% of African American men. 

· College graduates or respondents with a household income greater than $60,000 or more were more likely to report vigorous physical activity.  

Recommended Physical Activity
Nation

· 49% of national respondents met physical activity guidelines in 2005.13
State

· 57% of Wisconsin residents met physical activity guidelines in 2005.13
       City of Milwaukee

· Overall, 48% or all respondents met the requirements for the recommended amounts of physical activity either through moderate activity or vigorous activity.21  

OVERWIEGHT/OBESITY

Nation

· 61% of respondents reported being overweight or obese in 2005.3
State

· 61% of respondents reported being overweight or obese in 2005.3  
City of Milwaukee 

· In 2006, 65% of City of Milwaukee residents, based on a BMI calculation, reported either being overweight or obese in 2006. 

·  Persons living in the central city were more likely to report being overweight or obese (70%) compared to 63% of non-central city respondents. 14
· Furthermore, respondents in the central city who met physical activity requirements were just as likely to be overweight or obese compared to central residents who were inactive.  This trend did not hold true for people in the non-central city.14

· The percentage of residents that always/nearly always felt sad, blue, or depressed in the past 30 days of the survey month did not increase since 2003.

Suicide

· There was an increase in the percent of respondents who reported that they had considered suicide

· Respondents between the ages of 35-44 years reported that they had considered suicide at a prevalence 7% higher than in 2003. 

·  It appears that the percentage of respondents who considered suicide increased in all age groups except for the 55-64 age group in which there was a 2 percentage point decrease.

According to the graph the overall prevalence of women entering prenatal care has increased by 4.6% from 73.5% in 1995 to 78.1% in 2005.  The number of Black non-Hispanic women gaining access to prenatal care has increased over the past decade.  In 1995, 65.6% of Black non-Hispanic women received prenatal care increasing to 67.9% in 2005.  The number of Hispanic women receiving prenatal care slightly decreased between 1995 and 2005 by 1.7% to 20.5%.

According to the Institute of Child Health and Human Development, although the poverty rate for African Americans is twice the rate of whites nationally, infant mortality and morbidity cannot be explained solely by inequalities in socioeconomic factors.

According to the If Truth be Told Report published by United Way in 2006, Milwaukee has the 2nd highest percentage of births to teen mothers (20 years and under) among the 50 biggest cities in the United States.7 In 2004 5.3% of girls between the ages of 15-17 gave birth to a child.

Although there has not been a significant decrease in the City of Milwaukee birth rate over the past 10 years, there has been a fairly uniform decrease across all categories in the teen birth rate. The most significant reduction in teen pregnancy has occurred within the Hispanic population between 1995 and 2005, with a reduction of teen pregnancies to mothers under 18 from 10.3% to 5.6% and even more significantly reducing the rate of pregnancy to mothers under 20 from 25.3% to 15.2%.  The African American population still has a disproportionate rate of teen pregnancy for mothers under 18 and under 20 compared to the other ethnic/racial groupings.  The prevalence of teen pregnancy among African American youth under 18 is 7.9% greater than white non-Hispanic youth under 18 and 4.3% greater than Hispanic youth.  The difference among youth under 20 is even more distinguishable.  African American teens under 20 are 17.1% more likely to give birth to a child than a white non-Hispanic teen and 8.7% more likely to give birth to an infant than a Hispanic teen.

· Regardless of whether residents lived in central or non-central Milwaukee, the top four health concerns were the same, including violence (58%), alcohol use, (49%) teen pregnancy, (46%) and chronic disease (48%). The issues least concerning were lead poisoning (5%) and Infant Mortality (7%).  

· Male respondents were more likely to report infectious diseases while female respondents were more likely to report teen pregnancy or lead poisoning. 

· Respondents 18 to 24 years old were more likely to report teen pregnancy or infectious diseases while respondents 25 to 34 years old or 55 to 64 years old were more likely to report infant mortality as one of the top three health issues. Respondents 35 to 44 years old were more likely to report violence while respondents 35 to 54 years old were more likely to report chronic diseases. 

· White respondents were more likely to report violence, alcohol/drug use, chronic diseases or infant mortality while African American respondents were more likely to report teen pregnancy or infectious diseases.

· Non-Hispanic respondents were more likely to report violence as one of the top three health issues compared to Hispanic respondents (59% and 51%, respectively).
Riverwest

· In the Riverwest Community Health Survey, the most common concerns of residents were noise, traffic, violence, drug use, and theft.  Secondary concerns for 20-33% of respondents were snow and ice removal, garbage removal, and air pollution.5
Suggestions for Improvement

The no Child Left Behind report offered a few solutions to minimize segregation and improve future opportunities for normally disadvantaged children.  The report identifies a few models that have worked in the past and included the following:

· Early Childhood Development: There is strong scientific evidence as well as increasing

policy consensus that comprehensive early childhood development programs substantially improve educational and social outcomes not only during childhood but also into adulthood.

· Housing choice, mobility and neighborhood improvement: Housing policy experts suggest that increasing the supply of affordable housing in suburban jurisdictions, as well as diminishing discriminatory barriers that limit the presence of minority family concentrations. Policies to reduce residential segregation include expanding neighborhood choice in the HUD Section 8 Voucher program, fair housing enforcement, inclusionary zoning, and increased availability of rental housing.

· Education: More school integration is needed.  “Research shows that students from

families with higher socioeconomic status typically bring educational advantages that improve the achievement of all students in the classroom. Because poor black and Hispanic students are statistically more likely to attend a school of concentrated poverty than poor white students, racially segregated minority schools are less likely to have students from higher socioeconomic backgrounds than schools with higher percentages of white students.”  Additionally, better schools are need in minority districts.7
