Port of Milwaukee Ship Calls.

Milwaukee, Wis. – Summerfest wasn’t the only bustling area on Milwaukee’s lakefront during the week of July 4th, 2005. A P&H electric mining shovel manufactured in the heart of Milwaukee was loaded at the Port for export to the Port of St. Petersburg, Russia.  The ocean-going vessel, BBC France, owned by German shipping company, BBC Shipping, and chartered by DHL/Danzas in Houston, TX, carried many large pieces such as the dipper, car body, central structure, revolving frame, and many smaller crated components. 

The Port also berthed the U.S. flag cargo vessels the Lee Tregurtha and the Charles M Beeghly.  Both ships unloaded West Virginia coal, which is used to generate much needed electricity during these hot summer months. The Paul Townsend and the Integrity unloaded Michigan cement.  The Maumee, another U.S. flag vessel owned by the Grand River Navigation Co., brought salt to keep our streets and sidewalks free from ice during the winter.  The Canadian flag vessel, the Sea Eagle II, unloaded clinker for the St. Mary’s Cement manufacturing facility on Jones Island.

M/V Zimia Lodzka, owned by the Polish Steamship Company, brought steel from Europe for local service centers.  The Polish Steamship Company has been calling at the Port of Milwaukee since the 1980’s.  

The Mooring Basin was also busy loading stone into Holly Marine and Edward E Gillen Company deck barges.  This stone is used to build breakwater walls that protect area shorelines from erosion. 
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The Port also welcomed the cruise ship Grande Caribe, owned by the American Canadian Cruise Line.  Eighty-five American passengers were welcomed onboard by the Milwaukee Visitors Bureau, as well as by three Port of Milwaukee high school interns who greeted the guests as they disembarked to tour the City.

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These ships, as well as many others throughout the year, represent the economic pulse that is generated by the Port of Milwaukee and the diversified cargoes that are attracted by the transportation and distribution options found here.  The Port of Milwaukee is served by two major railroads, direct interstate highway access, and of course, ocean going, interlake and inland river barge services.
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
