Wind out of the West helps Propell Port Tonnage to Record Levels.

Tug Sandusky and barge Cleveland Flats loaded with wind tower sections at Terminal 3.
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Milwaukee, Wis. – The Port of Milwaukee is shipping 80 tower sections that will be part of a large wind energy farm in the Addarandecs region of the State of New York.  Vestas, a Denmark corporation that supplies 34 percent of the world’s wind energy market, sourced a manufacturing company in North Dakota to supply the tower sections.  They were trucked to the Port from North Dakota and reloaded to barges for the Great Lakes voyage to Oswego, NY.  

Kadinger Marine, a local marine contractor supplied and towed six of the eight barges.  

The U.S. tug and barge company, Laken Shipping Corporation of Delaware supplied a

3,600 net ton deck barge, the Cleveland Flats, and the 3,000 HP tug, Sandusky to move the other two loads. Both Kadinger and Laken tug/barge units will leave Milwaukee together with the last voyage on Wednesday, October 5th.

Gilles Plantes, General Manager of Milwaukee’s stevedoring company Federal Marine Terminals, said,  “Steel, windmills and mining equipment have been good business for the Port of Milwaukee this year. We are anticipating a good finish for the 2005 general cargo shipping season.”

Port tonnage is again reaching record levels, already surpassing 2004 tonnage year to date, a previous record year. Growth in both liquid and dry bulk commodities has port tonnage at 1.86 million tons through August.
