To access the profile: 1) Log in to Ceridian Self Service; 2) Click on “Link to open job opportunities” under the “Company Information” section; 3) Log in* to CRS; 4) Verify and/or update all pages of the employee profile.

*If you were hired before June 27, 2008 and you were an active employee at that time, your default user name is your clock number@MCJob.com.  (E.g., 123456@MCJob.com.)  We recommend you update your user name to a valid email address.  

Your default password is the last four digits of your social security number.  You will be required to change your password the first time you login.  If your login fails, contact the Milwaukee County help desk at (414) 278-7819 for a password reset.

This is also an excellent time to apply for a job.  Remember: in the new system you will only need to complete one employee profile and one general application.  To access the application, click on “Edit application” at the top of the screen.
