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paramedic services at the Bradley Center or other 
activities. 
 

BUDGET HIGHLIGHTS 
 
• EMS Expenditures decrease by $5,748,822 to 

$7,091,265 and revenues decrease by 
$6,566,806 to $489,000.  The decrease in 
expenditures and revenues is due to the new 
market-based funding paradigm described 
below.  

 
• The 2008 Budget includes a supplemental 

payment of $3.0 million for participating 
municipalities. 

 
• The 2008 Budget includes $2,844,560 million for 

infrastructure support for the EMS Program. 
 
• Expenditures of $539,979 are budgeted in the 

2008 Capital Improvements Budget to replace 
30 defibrillators that are used by municipal 
emergency service providers.   For further detail, 
refer to the 2008 Capital Improvements Budget.     

 
• One .50 FTE position of Quality Assurance 

Specialist (EMS) is created in Medical Records 
for an increase of $29,125, which is offset by the 
abolishment of one half-time position of 
Emergency Medical Service Instructor for a 
savings of $46,082, resulting in an overall tax 
levy savings of $16,957. This newly created half-
time position will be combined with the current 
half-time position to create one full-time Quality 
Assurance Specialist (EMS). 

 
• One half (0.5 FTE) position of EMS 

Communicator is abolished for a salary, social 
security and fringe benefits savings of $30,377. 

 
• Flight For Life (FFL) discontinues its contract 

with the EMS program for dispatching and 
tracking FFL aircraft, resulting in a revenue 
reduction of $200,000.  This reduction is partially 
offset by an increase in Children’s Hospital 
revenue of $2,000 for a total revenue reduction 
of $198,000. 

 
• EMS implemented a new funding paradigm that 

uses a market-based approach approved by the 
County Board in November 2006 for 2007 and 
forward.  Host municipalities retain the 

reimbursement revenue directly for Advanced 
Life Support (ALS) services; previously, 
Milwaukee County collected the revenue directly 
and paid the municipalities based on a formula 
developed by the Intergovernmental 
Cooperation Council (ICC).  Municipalities are 
now paid based on the number of paramedic 
runs and also receive a supplemental payment 
from the County distributed based on a formula 
developed by the ICC.  The 2007-2008 contracts 
with the municipalities reflect this new 
reimbursement model.  In addition, the entire 
administrative cost of the EMS program is 
included in the County’s budget.  It is assumed 
for the 2008 Budget that the existing contractual 
arrangement will continue and that the ICC will 
approve the same reimbursement model.  As a 
result of these changes, the contractual dollars 
related to the collection and disbursement of 
these funds by Milwaukee County have been 
decreased by $5,483,803. 

 
• Paramedic Recovery revenue is decreased by 

$6,297,806, from $6,297,806 to $0, with a 
corresponding decrease in contract payments to 
host municipalities per the new market-based 
approach described above.     

 
• The net revenue collected for 2004 dates of 

service and beyond from the Tax Refund 
Intercept Program (TRIP) will be forwarded to 
host municipalities per the 2004-2006 municipal 
contracts.  Net TRIP revenue for 2004 dates of 
service and beyond increases by $162,026 with 
a corresponding increase in contract payments 
to host municipalities per the revenue sharing 
arrangement. 

 
• The 2006 Budget included Tax Refund Intercept 

Program (TRIP) net Paramedic Recovery 
revenue of $74,460. This revenue was included 
in the EMS budget for the first time in 2005. Net 
revenue from TRIP recoveries for 2008 will be 
budgeted at the 2007 level of $179,914. As 
noted above, all TRIP revenue collected for 
2004 dates of service and beyond will be 
forwarded to host municipalities per the 2004-
2006 municipal contracts. CHP has also 
budgeted cross-charges for TRIP-related 
expenditures in 2008.  TRIP is housed in the 
DAS budget and was initiated in 2003.   
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• Funding for the Professional Service contract for 
Paramedic Billing has been decreased by 
$594,000, from $594,000 to $0. This decrease is 
a direct result of the new market-based 
approach whereby host municipalities retain the 
reimbursement revenue for ALS services and 
also select and pay their own billing company.  
As such, the County no longer retains the 
services of a billing company for ALS billing.  
However, because municipal partners now pay 
the Paramedic billing fee, an additional 
$500,000 has been factored into the 
supplemental payment. 

 
• EMS Information Technology (IT) expenditures 

remain the same as 2007.  
 
• New fees are established in the 2008 budget for 

services offered to other BLS/ALS systems.  The 
new services offered by the Emergency 
Services Department are for Quality Assurance, 
Data Management, and Medical Direction.   The 
fees will be assessed to the participating 
systems per every 1,000 runs.  As such, if the 
system has 1,500 runs they will be charged 1.5 

times the fee for each service provided plus an 
additional 20% of the total for administration. For 
example, a system with 1,500 runs using only 
the medical director would be charged 1.5 times 
$9,000 plus 20%, or $16,200. The EMS training 
fee schedule has been revised in the 2008 
budget. All other fees remain unchanged from 
2007 levels.  Following is the revised fee 
schedule, which will be implemented January 1, 
2008:

DESCRIPTION 

 
The General Assistance Medical Program (GAMP) is 
the health care financing system for medically 
indigent persons currently residing within Milwaukee 
County.  In 1995, the State of Wisconsin developed 
a medical relief block grant for Milwaukee County, 
with State reimbursement limited to 45% of GAMP 
medical expenditures up to a maximum amount of 
$16.6 million.  In 1999, the State of Wisconsin 
established an Intergovernmental Transfer Program 
(ITP) that captured additional Federal funds. This 
program was expanded in 2002 and again in 2003 
for the purpose of increasing funds for medical 
providers.  Under the expanded ITP program, the 
County issues a payment to the State of Wisconsin 
Bureau of Healthcare Financing that is used as a 
match for Federal supplemental payments and 
disproportionate share payments for hospital 
services.  In separate Memoranda of Agreement the 
hospital systems donate funding to support the 
GAMP program. 
 

BUDGET HIGHLIGHTS  
 

• GAMP expenditures increase $11,777,972, from 
$48,454,514 to $60,232,486, due primarily to the 
increase in the local match provided to increase 
the claim of federal Disproportionate Share 
Hospital (DSH) dollars.   

 
• New agreements reached by GAMP with its 

hospital system partners will result in hospital 
revenue of $62,895,428.  Total GAMP revenues 
increase by $11,562,558.    

 
• Based on the recommendation of the Health 

Care Policy Task Force, GAMP and the State of 
Wisconsin began working together and with the 
GAMP hospital system partners in 2007 to 
increase the federal claim for uncompensated 
hospital expenditures associated with GAMP.  
Those efforts are anticipated to yield a claim of 
$60.5 million in 2008.  In order to draw down 
these funds, the County provides match dollars 
and sends those to the State, which provides a 
match of its own, and then submits a claim to 
the federal government for these funds.  The 
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amount of funding able to be claimed through 
the ITP program is directly linked to the 
expenditure amount of GAMP-associated 
hospital costs for medical claims of GAMP 
clients, which in recent years are high enough to 
substantiate this larger amount.    The amount of 
funding available to be drawn down is contingent 
on the amount of local match that is provided.  In 
2007, the GAMP program requested a fund 
transfer to increase the local match by 
$7,300,000, to a total amount of $14,182,326, in 
order to provide the necessary match to draw 
down this larger sum.  The 2008 Budget 
continues this process, providing match dollars 
of $18,791,935.  Implementation of this 
approach is contingent upon Federal approval, 
which is expected to occur in 2007.  Should 
Federal approval not be obtained, $11,992,535 
of the $18,791,935 in the 2008 match dollar 
appropriation will not be spent, although the 
remaining $6,799,400 will be submitted in order 
to claim the $32.6 million as claimed in past 
years. 

 
• The GAMP income eligibility criteria will remain 

at the 2003 level and are summarized in the 
following chart:

• The 2008 Budget maintains the T-19 

Recoupment Revenue at the 2007 level of 
$315,153.  

 
• The 2008 Budget includes new revenue and 

expenditure cross charges for collections due to 
GAMP Subrogation claims.  The DHHS 
Business Office works the claims and forwarded 
the revenues to GAMP starting in 2006. 

Previously, the DHHS Business Office kept the 
revenues to fund their activities. Projected 2008 
revenues are $500,000. 

 
• The ITP County payment is increased by 

$11,909,609, from $6,882,326 to $18,791,935, 
which is matched with State GPR of $7,000,000 
in order to increase the drawdown of the federal 
DSH dollars of $60,550,000. 

 
• GAMP receives most of its revenue per 

voluntary Memoranda of Agreement reached 
with area hospital systems.  In 2008, it is 
anticipated that revenue received under those 
agreements will total $62,895,428. These 
payments to GAMP reflect benefits acquired by 
the systems through the reduction in 
inappropriate utilization of their emergency 
departments, severity of inpatient admissions of 
persons served by the hospital systems, and 
costs for uncompensated care.  

 
• The 2008 budget assumes the hospital systems’ 

same level of support as 2007 of $319,080 to 
offset a portion of the salary and fringe benefit 
costs associated with nine and one half Health 
Care Plan Specialists (HCPS) that provide case 
management and determine client eligibility for 
GAMP.  Four of the HCPS’s are out-stationed at 
certain clinics to process GAMP applications on 
site, allowing clients to receive immediate 
service.  GAMP-affiliated hospital systems 
agreed to pay for this service in 2006, and it is 
assumed – based on continued funding for 
GAMP hospital medical expenditures in the 
budget – that this commitment will continue in 
2008, particularly in light of the positive impact it 
has on reducing Emergency Room visits. 

 
• GAMP Medical Service Expenditures 

reimbursed by the hospital systems for home 
health care services again total $301,168 per an 
agreement reached with GAMP-affiliated 
hospital systems.  It is assumed that this 
agreement will continue in 2008, and that home 
health care services will continue to be provided 
to homebound GAMP clients who are 
determined to require such services upon 
release from the hospital.   

 
• GAMP administrative revenue associated with 

the application fee for processing client 
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applications decreases $150,000, based on a 
decreasing number of GAMP applications in 
2006-2007.  This is partially offset by an 
increase in the GAMP application fee from $45 
to $50 for an increase of $100,000, resulting in a 
total revenue reduction of $50,000. 

 
• It is assumed that an agreement with Aurora 

Health Care to fund the Nurse Call-Line will 
continue in 2008 based on continued funding of 
GAMP hospital medical expenditures in the 
2008 budget.  Funding of $65,000 for the Nurse 
Call-Line was provided by Aurora in 2005 after 
the expiration of a Federal CAP Grant.  The 
Nurse Call-Line is a valuable resource for clients 
in need of immediate medical advice and/or 
assistance in non-life threatening situations. 
Nurse Call-Line services can reduce medical 
expenditures by eliminating the need for costly 
Emergency Room visits.  
 

• It is assumed that the four major hospital 
systems will continue to pay for the cost 
associated with CHP’s contract with Wisconsin 

Physician Services, Inc. (WPS) for claims 
processing and other administrative fiscal 
services.  The anticipated hospital system 
commitment for this contract is $1,225,000 in 
2008, which is the same amount as 2007.  WPS 
signed a three-year contractual agreement that 
ends on December 31, 2008. 
 

• The Healthier Wisconsin Partnership Program 
awarded GAMP a three-year grant for the years 
2006-2008.   The grant will be used to study and 
improve GAMP’s Chronic Disease Management 
Program.  The 2008 budget includes $150,000 
in expenses and revenue to cover the grant 
activities. 

 
• The 2008 budget decreases the GAMP Medical 

Services expenditures by $451,594 from 
$38,401,580 to $37,949,986. The decrease is 
expected through a proposed reduction in the 
GAMP pharmacy dispensing fee from $4.38 per 
script to $2.50 for generic drugs and $2.00 for 
brand drugs. 
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OPERATING AUTHORITY & PURPOSE 

Under the Older Americans Act, the Milwaukee 
County Department on Aging is a Federal/State 
designated Area Agency on Aging for Milwaukee 
County.  The Department on Aging’s responsibilities 
are outlined in Chapter 53 of the General 
Ordinances of Milwaukee County and include 
planning, developing, providing, purchasing and 
coordinating services for the County’s older adult 
population.  The Department reports directly to the 
County Executive and provides staff support to the 
Milwaukee County Commission on Aging. 
 
 

This Department provides a single entry point for 
older adults and their caregivers who are in need of 
elderly service information and assistance 
throughout Milwaukee County.  Services provided by 
the Department on Aging are designed to provide an 
appropriate mix of community-based care and direct 
services to prevent the inappropriate and costly 
institutionalization of older adults.  The Department 
is the designated Resource Center and Care 
Management Organization for older people in 
Milwaukee County under the State of Wisconsin’s 
Family Care initiative.

MISSION

The mission of the Milwaukee County Department 
on Aging is to affirm the dignity and value of older 
adults of this County by supporting their choices for 
living in or giving to our community. 
 

DEPARTMENT DESCRIPTION 
 
The Milwaukee County Department on Aging was 
created in the 1991 budget to serve as Milwaukee 
County’s designated Area Agency on Aging under 
the Older Americans Act and as the County’s 
designated unit to administer aging programs.  The 
Department plans for and services the growing 
needs of Milwaukee County’s large and diverse 
older adult population. It is the one dedicated, 
specialized agency within Milwaukee County 
government to represent and serve the needs of the 
elderly. 
 
The Department integrates several Federal and 
State revenue streams including the Older 
Americans Act, the Senior Community Services 
Program, Specialized Transportation Assistance 
Program for Counties (S85.21), the Alzheimer’s 
Family and Caregiver Support Program (AFCSP), 
Base Community Aids (BCA) and Family Care. 

 
The Department is the designated Aging Resource 
Center and Care Management Organization (CMO) 
for older people in Milwaukee County under the 
State of Wisconsin’s Family Care initiative.  Family 
Care replaces the state’s numerous Long Term 
Support programs, including the Community Options 
Program (COP), COP Waiver, and Community 
Integration Program (CIP) with a single, integrated 
Long Term Care entitlement program. 
 
The Department on Aging consists of four service 
areas: 
 
Administration includes the Director’s Office and 
the Fiscal and Support Services Division.  The major 
functions of the Fiscal and Support Services Division 
include budget development and management, 
accounting and personnel administration.  The 
Division monitors Departmental expenditures and 
revenues, reviews audits, reports service utilization 
and expenditures to County and State agencies, 
projects revenues and expenditures and monitors 
compliance with funding source requirements.  This 
Division also develops the Department’s fiscal 
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policies and assesses operations for effectiveness 
and efficiency.   
 
Area Agency Services provide a comprehensive 
network of support services through community-
based agencies that assist older adults to remain 
independent in their homes as long as possible.  
These programs are funded through the Older 
Americans Act and State revenue earmarked for 
elderly services.  The Division is responsible for 
planning, research and program development.  In 
addition, unit staff solicit, monitor, evaluate and 
administer contracts for a variety of services in the 
community.  Staff assist with contract development 
and coordinate the request for proposals process 
with other County departments. 
 
The Area Agency Services Division provides staff 
support to the Milwaukee County Commission on 
Aging, its five standing committees and its Advisory 
Council.  Division staff assist the Commission in 
conducting public hearings and needs assessments 
as required under Federal statute, provide technical 
assistance and serve as a resource for businesses, 
universities and voluntary organizations interested in 
meeting the needs of older adults in the community. 
 
The Senior Meal Program part of the Area Agency 
Services Division, is funded under Titles III-C-1 and 
III-C-2 of the Older Americans Act and other State 
and Federal funds received from the State of 
Wisconsin Bureau on Aging and Long Term Care 
Resources.  The program receives reimbursement 
for eligible elderly meals from the United States 
Department of Agriculture (USDA).  
 
The purposes of the Senior Meal Program are: 
 
1. To provide older persons, particularly those with 

low incomes, low-cost, nutritionally sound meals 
in strategically located congregate sites.  One of 
the 31 meal sites offers weekend meals to 
program participants. The program also seeks to 
reduce the social isolation of participants by 
providing supportive services including 
recreation, transportation, education and 
information about other programs and services 
available to older adults. 

 
2. To provide home-delivered meals five to seven 

days a week to eligible frail, homebound, older 
adults. The program assists older adults in 
remaining independent and living within their 

own homes and provides limited gap-filling 
services in addition to meals. 

 
The Resource Center Division acts as the entry 
point for the Department’s Family Care and all other 
benefits and is responsible for arranging short-term 
assistance for older adults with immediate or 
pressing needs. It is the primary source of quality 
information and services for persons 60 years of age 
and older.   
 
As a major component of the State of Wisconsin 
Family Care initiative, this Division has four primary 
functions: (1) to provide Milwaukee County’s older 
adults, their caregivers and the general public one 
central number to call for information about 
programs and services 24 hours a day; (2) to 
provide pre-admission counseling to elders seeking 
residential placements; (3) to determine eligibility for 
the Family Care benefit; and (4) to provide 
community education to older adults, their families, 
and caregivers on a broad range of subjects, 
including wellness and prevention of functional 
decline.  The Resource Center’s other major 
responsibilities include investigating allegations of 
elder abuse and providing protective services, 
guardianships and protective placement services to 
vulnerable older adults. 
 
The Care Management Organization (CMO) 
Division operates the Family Care Program in 
Milwaukee County.  This Division is detailed in a 
separate narrative in 2008. 
 

BUDGET HIGHLIGHTS 
 
• Personal Services expenditures without fringe 

benefits increase by $273,444, from $4,570,036 
to $4,843,480. 

 
• Total expenditures increase by $564,657, from 

$19,181,010 to $19,745,667, due primarily to 
increases in Personal Service costs and as a 
reflection of tax levy being distributed to 
departments for charges that were formerly 
abated.  Total revenues decrease by $37,149, 
from $16,136,992 to $16,099,843.

• Departments have the authority to fill unfunded

• ECP positions are not provided step increases 

or performance awards in 2008 as allowed in 
County Ordinance Section 17.265 (3). 

 
• Expenditures of $182,013 are budgeted for 

capital improvements in 2008 related to senior 
centers.  For further detail, refer to the 2008 
Capital Improvements Budget.   

 
• The abatement of Countywide crosscharges is 

discontinued in 2008.  The tax levy previously 
held in the servicing department is redistributed 
to the recipient departments in an amount 
corresponding to the crosscharges. This results 
in a tax levy redistribution equal to the change in 
abatements.  Due primarily to this change in 
methodology, direct tax levy for this department 
increased $601,806.  The actual change in tax 
levy for this department from 2007 is an 
increase of $54,974.

ADMINISTRATION 

 
• Rental space expenditures increase $63,737 

due to a contractually negotiated five-year lease.  
2008 is the third year of this lease. 

 
• Telephone charges increase $29,800 based on 

actual expenditures. 
 

AREA AGENCY SERVICES 
 
The Area Agency Services Division consists of three 
major program areas: Elderly Services, the Senior 
Meal Program and the Senior Centers.  
 
• 1.0 FTE vacant position of Program Coordinator 

– Aging  unfunded in 2007 remains unfunded in 
2008. 

 
• Department on Aging Area Agency Services 

Division continues to plan, implement and 
monitor private fund-raising strategies in 
collaboration with the Commission on Aging and 
its Advisory Council. 

 
Elderly Services 
 
• Revenues decrease $298,283, primarily due to 

the end of a 4-year grant of $276,566 for the 
Robert Wood Johnson Foundation Community 
Partnerships for Older Adults, including local 
community match from the Helen Bader, Faye 
McBeath and Greater Milwaukee foundations for 
the Connecting Caring Communities project.  
Work continues through the strengthening of the 
system of long term care resulting from 
implementation of multiple program innovations 
developed, nurtured and supported through 
partnerships provided under this project grant.  
Robert Wood Johnson and related matching 
revenue reductions are completely offset with 
expenditure reductions primarily related to 
conferences, printing, and elimination of 
$243,251 for related contracts in purchase of 
services and $23,100 in professional services.  

 
• Other purchase of service decreases include 

$9,000 for housing inventory and $34,220 in 
state Medicare Modernization funds, partially 
offset by increases of $4,500 for outreach, 
counseling and advocacy services, $28,628 for 
individualized transportation and $7,099 for 
senior center program services.

• Meal sites remain at 31 in 2008, unchanged 

since 2006.  The Department, in conjunction 
with the Advisory Council of the Commission on 
Aging, will evaluate the Senior Meal Program to 
determine the appropriateness of the number 
and the current locations of meal sites and will 
make recommendations concerning future site 
adjustments as part of the 2007-2008 Milwaukee 
County Area Plan for Older People, for 
implementation in 2009. 

 
• Home-delivered and congregate meals continue 

to project a slight decline in 2008 based on 2006 
and 2007 experience.

MISSION

Using inter-disciplinary teams of nurses, human 
service workers, other professionals and volunteers, 
the Division oversees the provision of a 
comprehensive package of service benefits.  These 
include Adult Day Care, Supportive Home Care, 
transportation, accessibility equipment and home 
modifications, residential care services, money 
management, durable medical equipment, home 
health care, personal care, skilled nursing services 
and skilled nursing home care. In return for 
coordinating and managing these services, the 
Department’s CMO receives a capitated rate 
payment per member per month from the State. 
 

BUDGET HIGHLIGHTS 
 
• In 2008, the CMO begins reporting its activities 

in a separate budget narrative.  This is to 

recognize its continued expansion and 
distinctive programming, as well as to address 
the potential expansion of the Family Care 
program to include persons with disabilities 
under the age of 60, which may result in the 
creation of a new department or division in the 
2009 Budget.  The CMO remains under the 
authority of the Department on Aging in 2008.   

 
• In 2007, the Department on Aging was awarded 

the sole contract to operate the Care 
Management Organization in Milwaukee County.  
The CMO is operated as an enterprise fund in 
accordance with State of Wisconsin 
requirements.  The contract includes optional 
renewals through 2009. 
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• Personal Services expenditures without fringe

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OPERATING AUTHORITY & PURPOSE 

The Department of Health and Human Services 
(DHHS) operates under Chapters 46 (Social 
Services), 48 (Children’s Code), 49 (Public

Services) and 938 (Juvenile Delinquency) of the 
Wisconsin State Statutes. 
 
DHHS provides a wide range of life-sustaining, life-
saving and life-enhancing services to children and 

adults through age 60.  Programs focus on providing 
services for delinquent children, dysfunctional 
families, developmentally disabled persons, 
physically disabled persons, mentally ill persons, 
homeless persons, and those in need of financial 
assistance.  Many of the services provided are 
mandated by State Statute and/or provided through 
a State/County contract.

MISSION

The mission of the Milwaukee County Department of 
Health and Human Services is to secure human 
services for individuals and families who need 
assistance in living a healthy, independent life in our 
community. 
 

OBJECTIVES 
 
• Continue planning efforts with the Milwaukee 

County Department on Aging in anticipation of 
the State’s expansion of the Family Care 
Program that will serve persons with 
developmental and physical disabilities under 
the age of 60, including further refinement of the 
business plan and actuarial analysis.   

 
• Implement an initiative that will focus on 

empowering potential and existing customers to 
conduct their Food Share, Medical Assistance, 
and Child Care transactions through the use of 
the internet and a network of community 
partners.   

 
• Maintain staffing levels in the Department’s 24-

hour, institutional operations sufficient to reduce 
overtime significantly in those areas compared 
to 2007 projected levels. 

 
• Expand collaborative efforts between the 

Behavioral Health Division (BHD) and private 
hospitals, and make other internal operational 
changes in BHD’s crisis service and acute 
inpatient operations, sufficient to reduce the 
incidents of PCS "standby" compared to 2007 
incidents. 

 
• Complete training of direct patient care staff 

within BHD on working effectively with 
individuals with challenging behaviors and 
significantly reduce patient-to-patient and 
patient-to-staff injuries housewide. 

 
• Coordinate with the Wisconsin Department of 

Health and Family Services to develop a 
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transition plan for BadgerCare Plus in 
Milwaukee County (if approved by the Federal 
government and the state legislature), or 
implement a plan to redesign, enhance, and 
sustain the General Assistance Medical 
Program if BadgerCare Plus is not approved. 

 
 

DEPARTMENT DESCRIPTION 
 
The Department of Health and Human Services 
(DHHS) previously included the following six 
divisions: Economic Support Division, Delinquency 
and Court Services Division, Disabilities Services 
Division, Management Services Division, Behavioral 
Health Division, and County Health Programs 
Division.  In 2008, a Housing Division is created, 
bringing the total number of divisions to seven. 
 
The DHHS Behavioral Health Division appears as a 
separate organizational unit in the County budget 
(Org. 6300).  The County Health Programs Division 
also operates under a separate budget (Org. 7200). 
 
The Director’s Office consists of the DHHS Director 
and an Administrative Assistant and provides 
guidance, support and administrative direction to all 
DHHS divisions.  The DHHS Director reports directly 
to the County Executive as a cabinet officer. 
 
The Economic Support Division, pursuant to State 
Statutes, is charged with the responsibility of 
assisting eligible people to obtain Food Share 
(formerly called Food Stamps), Medical Assistance 
(Title 19) and Child Day Care benefits.  In addition, 
the Economic Support Division is responsible for 
administering the State's Badger Care health 
program and specialized financial assistance 
programs such as Fraud Detection and Benefit 
Repayment, Wisconsin Home Energy Assistance 
and Burials. 
 
The Delinquency and Court Services Division 
administers a 120-bed Juvenile Detention Center, 
juvenile court intake, custody intake and probation 
services, support staff for the operation of the 
Children’s Court, pre-dispositional secure/non-
secure out-of-home placement resources, the First 
Time Offender program and post-dispositional 
placement resources for adjudicated delinquents.  
The Division is also charged by the State for the cost 
of juveniles sentenced to a State Juvenile 
Correctional facility.  Purchased programs that serve 

alleged and adjudicated delinquent youth, including 
programs that are designed to divert such youth 
from State facilities, are administered in this Division.  
The Juvenile Detention Center is staffed and 
maintained as a 24-hour, secure correctional facility, 
which primarily houses juveniles being held pending 
trial who are a threat to the community.  Custody 
Intake staff screen Children’s Court intake referrals 
from police for the Juvenile Detention Center.  Court 
Intake staff prepares case reports and histories for 
the Children’s Court judges, and Probation staff 
supervises youth adjudicated for delinquent behavior 
in the community. 
 
The Disabilities Services Division provides human 
services that are targeted at populations with special 
needs, including adults and children with physical 
and developmental disabilities.  A wide variety of 
services are provided, including case management 
for long-term support, residential services, work and 
day services, community living support services, 
community treatment, community support, adult day 
care, fiscal agent services and service access and 
prevention.  Many of these services enable persons 
to live in the community and avoid institutional 
placements.  The Division also utilizes a Resource 
Center to serve as a source of information, 
assessment and referral for persons with disabilities. 
 
The Management Services Division provides 
contract administration and quality assurance, 
building operations and procurement services to the 
Director’s Office, Delinquency and Court Services, 
Economic Support and Disabilities Services 
Divisions.  In addition, this Division provides 
accounting, business office, collections and payroll 
services to the above entities as well as to the 
Behavioral Health Division and the County Health 
Programs Division.  The Division also includes the 
costs for Countywide services such as Risk 
Management, Audit, Payroll and other functions.  
Budgeting and human resources functions 
previously provided under this Division are now 
provided in cooperation with the Department of 
Administrative Services (DAS). 
 
The Housing Division consolidates several housing 
programs from the County into a single division in 
order to better integrate housing programs with 
social services provided by DHHS, and to provide a 
strategic focus on prioritizing the use of County 
housing resources to address the needs of persons 
with mental illness or other special needs.  The new 
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Division contains the Housing and Urban 
Development (HUD) funded Special Needs, Housing 
Choice Voucher and HOME/Home Repair Programs. 
 
The Special Needs Homeless Section manages the 
Safe Haven and Shelter Plus Care Programs.  The 
Safe Haven Program provides a home-like 
environment to seriously mentally ill homeless 
individuals who might otherwise be institutionalized.  
The Shelter Plus Care Program links supportive 
services with rental subsidies for homeless 
individuals who are seriously mentally ill, AIDS-HIV 
infected or alcohol/drug dependent. 
 
The Housing Choice Voucher Section manages the 
Housing Choice Voucher (Section 8) Program.  This 
Federally funded program subsidizes the rent of 
nearly 2,000 eligible low-income households living in 
privately owned housing throughout Milwaukee 
County.  The program participant chooses the type 
and location of housing, and the rental unit is 
inspected to ensure it meets certain quality and 
safety standards.  Program participants are annually 
re-certified to verify continued eligibility. 
 
The Home/Home Repair Section administers the 
HOME Investment Partnership Program.  This 
Federal entitlement grant provides funding for the 
production of affordable housing and the 
rehabilitation of existing housing, as well as down 
payment and closing cash assistance for eligible 
first-time homebuyers.  This Section manages the 
Home Repair Loan Programs that provide low or no 
interest loans to limited income homeowners to 
repair their homes.  Loans are available for 
structural repairs, furnace problems, siding, sewer 
connections, plumbing, electrical repairs, exterior 
painting, energy or heat loss problems and code 
violations.  This Section provides assistance to 
homeowners in determining the best method of 
home repair, selecting reputable contractors and 
proper inspections to ensure that quality work is 
performed at a reasonable cost. 
 

BUDGET HIGHLIGHTS 
 
DEPARTMENTAL 
 
• Personal Services expenditures, excluding 

fringe benefits, increase $2,549,469, from 
$31,723,981 to $34,273,450. Fringe Benefit 
expenditures decrease $2,323,037, from 
$28,545,657 to $26,222,620.   

 
• Total expenditures increase $23,804,534, from 

$191,163,370 to $214,967,904, and total 
revenues increase $17,375,205, from 
$172,077,598 to $189,452,803. This is due 
primarily to the creation of the Housing Division. 

 
• A new Housing Division is created in DHHS in 

2008.  This initiative consolidates all housing 
programs currently spread across the County 
into a single division.  DHHS was chosen to 
house this new division to reflect the County's 
desire to integrate housing programs with other 
social service programs and to prioritize the use 
of housing resources to address the needs of 
persons with mental illness or other special 
needs. The Special Needs Program is 
transferred from DHHS – BHD, and the Housing 
Choice Voucher and the HOME/Home Repair 
programs are transferred from DAS - Economic 
and Community Development.  All three 
programs receive funding from the federal 
Department of Housing and Urban Development 
(HUD). 

 
• The total expenditure and revenue amounts in 

the DHHS budget do not include $25,852,346 of 
State Department of Corrections charges and 
Youth Aids revenue. This is a result of the State 
paying itself first from the County’s Youth Aids 
allocation. 

 
• The State of Wisconsin Department of 

Administration continues the practice of 
intercepting $20,101,300 from State Shared 
Revenue and intercepts $38,792,200 of 
Community Aids revenue to fund the operation 
of the State Bureau of Milwaukee Child Welfare. 

 
• An appropriation of $51,150 is included for the 

McClears information system, which was 
originally developed for the General Assistance 
Medical Program (GAMP).  The 2008 Budget 
reflects a reduction of $73,400 and includes 
funding for continued system maintenance only 
for ESD’s Child Day Care and Burials Programs 
and consulting assistance for the Disabilities 
Services Division’s Medical Assistance Personal 
Care (MAPC) program.  

 
• Departments have the authority to fill unfunded 

positions provided they do not incur a salary 
deficit. 
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• ECP positions are not provided step increases 

or performance awards in 2008 as allowed in 
County Ordinance Section 17.265 (3). 

 
• The abatement of Countywide crosscharges is 

discontinued in 2008.  The tax levy previously 
held in the servicing department is redistributed 
to the recipient departments in an amount 
corresponding to the crosscharges. This results 
in a tax levy redistribution equal to the change in 
abatements.  Due primarily to this change in 
methodology, direct tax levy for this department 
increased $6,429,296.  The actual change in tax 
levy for this department from 2007 is an 
increase of $2,164,481. 
 

• All departments are required to operate within 
their expenditure appropriations and their overall 
budgets.  Pursuant to Section 59.60(12), 
Wisconsin Statutes, "No payment may be 
authorized or made and no obligation incurred 
against the county unless the county has 
sufficient appropriations for payment. No 
payment may be made or obligation incurred 
against an appropriation unless the director first 
certifies that a sufficient unencumbered balance 
is or will be available in the appropriation to 
make the payment or to meet the obligation 
when it becomes due and payable. An obligation 
incurred and an authorization of payment in 
violation of this subsection is void. A county 
officer who knowingly violates this subsection is 
jointly and severally liable to the county for the 
full amount paid. A county employee who 
knowingly violates this subsection may be 
removed for cause." 

 
DIRECTOR’S OFFICE 
 
• Total expenditures increase $26,703, due 

primarily to the elimination of abated charges in 
the Division budget.  The Department continues 
its practice of distributing all charges to its 
Divisions as part of the Department cost 
allocation plan, thereby showing zero levy in the 
Division. 

 
ECONOMIC SUPPORT DIVISION 
 
• Economic Support Division (ESD) expenditures 

decrease by $335,228, primarily due to a 
reduction in personal services and purchase of 

service costs. Revenues decrease by 
$1,595,645, primarily due to adjusting the 
Federal match revenue for Income Maintenance 
(IM) as a result of less property tax levy being 
budgeted to support IM operations.  The 2008 
Recommended Budget still contains $2,417,288 
in property tax levy “overmatch” to supplement 
IM operations. 

 
• The 2008 Budget reflects the eleventh full year 

of Wisconsin Works, or W-2, implementation in 
Milwaukee County. ESD does not administer W-
2, but complements it by offering access to Food 
Stamps, Child Day Care and Medical 
Assistance.  The costs incurred by ESD that are 
associated with W-2 are funded by revenues 
from the State of Wisconsin that come to 
Milwaukee County through contractual 
agreements with private W-2 agencies.  The 
2008 Budget includes $1,643,201 of revenue 
from W-2 agencies for Child Care eligibility and 
other functions performed by ESD staff in 
support of W-2.  This is an increase of $121,721 
(8%) above the amount budgeted in 2007. 

 
• Based on preliminary written notification from 

the State of Wisconsin, ESD projects Income 
Maintenance (IM) revenue of $16,058,198, 
which is the same as the actual 2007 State IM 
contract.  Because this flat funding amount from 
the State does not keep pace with the rising cost 
of IM operations, a total of 23.0 FTE IM positions 
are either unfunded or abolished.  This includes 
17.0 FTE unfunded Economic Support Specialist 
and 1.0 FTE Quality Assurance Coordinator and 
the abolishment of 2.0 FTE Office Support 
Assistant II, 1.0 FTE Administrative Assistant 
(NR) and 2.0 FTE Clerical Assistant I, for a total 
salary, social security and active fringe benefit 
savings of $1,337,288.  All of these positions are 
currently vacant 

 
• In 2008, ESD will begin an initiative that will 

focus on empowering potential and existing 
customers to conduct their Food Share 
transactions through the use of the internet and 
a network of community partners.  The ultimate 
goals of the initiative are:  

 
o Optimizing technologies currently in use to 

allow clients to complete applications and 
re-certifications through ACCESS, the 
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State’s online Food Share application 
system. 

o Identifying and establishing partner 
organizations within the community to assist 
with the application and re-certification 
process for customers. 

o Redeployment of agency staff to be more 
responsive to customer needs 

 
This Food Share modernization initiative will not 
only lead to fewer people waiting in long lines for 
food stamps at ESD facilities, but, more 
importantly, will produce more streamlined and 
effective processes, and real customer 
empowerment via true choice in service delivery. 
 

• The budget includes $226,380 in Citizenship 
and Identity revenue, which will be utilized to 
continue the implementation of federal 
citizenship and identity documentation 
requirements.  This reflects a reduction of 
$315,461 compared to the 2007 actual contract 
amount of $541,841.  Most of the costs 
associated with this policy were anticipated to 
occur in 2007, with staff being required to verify 
citizenship for both new applicants and current 
recipients of Medicaid.  In 2008 and subsequent 
years, funds are expected to cover only new 
Medicaid applicants.  

 
• Funding of $144,000 is included in the budget 

for outside contractual services to support an 
electronic case file system as part of an ongoing 
effort to improve payment accuracy in ESD’s 
Food Share and Medical Assistance Programs. 
This represents an increase of $12,000 over 
2007. This project is responsible for converting 
thousands of paper files to an electronic format 
in order to achieve electronic case files that are 
error free. This initiative will also serve to reduce 
liability associated with the State mandated fine 
for each missing case file requested during its 
review of ESD activities.   

 
• For the second year, the Call Center located at 

the Coggs Center will receive full-time technical 
support from the Information Management 
Services Division (IMSD).  One Network 
Application Specialist is crosscharged to the 
Economic Support Division at a cost of 
$113,592.   

 

• ESD will continue to deploy 20.0 FTE Economic 
Support Specialists, 2.0 FTE Office Support 
Assistant II positions, 2.0 FTE ESS Supervisors 
and one Quality Assurance Technician to 
perform eligibility and related functions for the 
Family Care program.  The Department on 
Aging will be cross-charged for all personal 
services costs related to this unit, with the 
exception of the Quality Assurance Technician 
position, which is covered with regular IM 
revenue.  IM revenue also funds a Section 
Manager position that dedicates a significant 
percentage of its time to overseeing the Family 
Care unit.    
 

• The cost of 1.0 FTE Economic Support 
Specialist is again cross-charged to the 
Department of Child Support Enforcement to 
reflect the role of a dedicated ESS worker on 
cases in which Income Maintenance and Child 
Support issues intersect. Through this initiative, 
both departments can improve their 
performance standards by enhancing the 
accuracy of the data maintained in the 
Wisconsin Kids Information Data System (KIDS) 
database. 

 
• Child Day Care Administration revenue from the 

State of Wisconsin totals $8,080,134 in 2008. 
This is a decrease of $531,068 from the 2007 
contract of $8,611,202.  A reduction has been 
included in the 2008 Recommended Budget as 
a result of the State Department of Workforce 
Development (DWD) reporting to ESD that the 
budget action taken to date by the State has 
effectively reduced the Child Day Care Budget 
by a total of $2 million statewide.  Until the final 
2007-2009 State Budget is adopted, the extent 
of the potential cut is unknown.  However, in 
anticipation of this possible cut as well as the 
enhanced fraud and customer service initiative 
explained below, ESD has reduced contractual 
and professional services by $670,195 from 
2007. 

 
• Beginning in 2007 and continuing with the 2008 

Budget, ESD and DWD will focus more 
resources on program integrity, fraud, 
monitoring and customer service within the Child 
Care program.  DWD has identified these items 
as priorities for the 2008 contract.  As a result, 
ESD’s budget request includes the creation of a 
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Child Care Fraud Unit to strengthen the 
division’s current fraud intervention efforts. 

 
Nine (9.0 FTE) positions are created to staff the 
Child Care Fraud Unit.  These employees will 
investigate and process child care fraud as well 
as improve customer service for parents seeking 
child care authorization or changes through the 
Call Center and Verification Center.  DWD has 
authorized ESD to utilize childcare 
administration funding to support 100% of the 
cost of these new positions. 

 
The following positions are created at a cost of 
$557,411: 
 
4.0 FTE Quality Assurance Technicians 
1.0 FTE Economic Support Supervisor 1 
2.0 FTE Child Care Program Specialists 
2.0 FTE Economic Support Specialists 

 
• The anticipated decrease in total State Day Care 

Administration revenue requires ESD to reduce 
professional and purchase of service contracts 
by $670,195, from $1,116,915 in 2007 to 
$446,720 in 2008.  ESD has allocated contract 
funding for three service categories: Health and 
Safety, Certification, and Training and Technical 
Assistance. 

 
• Health and Safety funding decreases by 

$238,809, from $422,679 to $183,870.  This 
includes a $128,750 allocation for the Coggs 
Center Child Care Drop-off Center, which serves 
as a best practices training model as well as an 
important service for Coggs Center clients. 
 

• Certification funding is reduced by $70,263, from 
$233,113 to $162,850. 
 

• Training and Technical Assistance is reduced by 
$361,123, from $461,123 to $100,000 in 2008, 
in part due to enhanced efforts to conduct these 
activities in-house.   

 
• The Home Energy Assistance program is 

restructured in 2008 to provide enhanced 
customer service to clients in areas around the 
community.  Energy Assistance Program 
Specialists working in the Marcia P. Coggs 
Center   will be redeployed to sites throughout 
the community in order to better meet the needs 

of clients.  The following 6.98 vacant FTEs are 
abolished in 2008: 2.0 FTE Office Support 
Assistant 2’s, 1.0 FTE Economic Support 
Supervisor and 3.98 FTE Energy Assistance 
Program Specialists, for a total salary, social 
security and active fringe savings of $361,953.  
In order to provide capacity for the community 
partners to participate in the restructuring, 
outside Energy contracts are increased 
$547,771.  Since the Energy Assistance 
Program is 100% funded by State Energy 
Assistance dollars, there is no tax levy impact 
from this action. 

 
• Funding for the Community Information (211) 

line in DHHS remains at the 2007 level of 
$380,000.  The BHD budget contains an 
appropriation of $100,000, and the Department 
on Aging budget contains an additional $20,000 
for a total County commitment of $500,000. 

 
• An allocation of $325,000 is included for indigent 

burials, which represents level funding 
compared to 2007.  This amount is based on 
actual expenditures, and is linked to cost 
containment strategies including establishment 
of maximum allowable reimbursement for 
funeral expenses, burials and cremations. 

 
• An appropriation of $2,280,000 for W2 and 

Supplemental Security Income (SSI) burials is 
included and reflects an increase of $100,000 
based on 2006 actual expenditures.  This 
program is completely offset by State burial aid 
revenue.  

 
• The 2008 Budget continues the Interim Disability 

Assistance Program (IDAP). 
 
DELINQUENCY & COURT SERVICES DIVISION 
 
• Delinquency and Court Services Division 

(DCSD) expenditures increase $1,812,578, from 
$39,887,337 to $41,699,915, due to increased 
Personal Services and cross-charge costs.  
Revenues decrease $864,227, from 
$25,597,705 to $24,733,478. These totals do not 
include State Department of Corrections 
charges and associated revenues. 

 
• DHHS receives Youth Aids to fund State 

Juvenile Correctional Charges and community-
based services.  Total Youth Aids revenue for 
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2008 is estimated to be $38,248,422 based on 
the State Budget passed by the Legislature’s 
Joint Committee on Finance. This is an increase 
of $5,980,595 from the $32,267,827 budgeted in 
2007. The State budget is estimated to increase 
revenue by $6,349,999. This offsets a reduction 
of $369,404 in the 2007 State Contract 
compared to the 2007 adopted budget for the 
net revenue increase of $5,980,595. 

 
• Total State Department of Corrections (DOC) 

charges for juveniles placed into State custody 
by the Children’s Court Judges are projected at 
$25,852,346, an increase of $7,031,836 
compared to 2007.  This increase in charges 
also is based on the State Budget passed by the 
Joint Finance Committee and an increase in 
institutional population.  This increase is funded 
by a reduction in the amount of Youth Aids 
revenue for community-based programs of 
$1,051,241 and the increased State budget 
revenue of $5,980,595.  Correctional Institution 
costs are projected to increase $7,662,812, from 
$15,893,718 to $23,556,530, due to the 
projected rate increases in the 2007-2009 State 
Budget and an increased census.  This estimate 
assumes an average daily census of 245 
placements, an increase of 40 from the 2007 
budget.  Child Caring Institution (CCI) average 
daily placements are decreased by two to 12 in 
2008, which leads to a projected decrease in 
DOC-CCI placement costs of $40,861, from 
$1,290,054 to $1,249,193. State charges for 
Aftercare programs are projected to decrease 
$180,780, from $698,928 to $518,148 in 2008, 
and the Corrective Sanctions Program 
decreases $409,335, from $937,810 to 
$528,475.    

 
• Prior-year State contract reconciliation revenue 

is budgeted at $2,100,000 in the DHHS budget, 
an increase of $250,000 over 2007.  This 
includes $1,050,000 in DCSD, the same as in 
2007.  An additional $1,050,000 of prior-year 
revenue is budgeted in the Disabilities Services 
Division, which represents an increase of 
$250,000 over 2007. 

 
• An appropriation of $201,320 in Potawatomi 

Revenue is maintained in DCSD’s 2008 Budget.  
 
• The Firearm Offender Supervision program is a 

highly regarded program that helps divert 

adjudicated delinquents from placement in State 
facilities.  Expenditures in this program are 
increased by $144,965, to $946,640.  This 
supports a total of 70 slots, which is an increase 
of 10 slots from 2007.  Federal grant revenues 
decrease by $109,726, resulting in a tax levy 
increase for this program of $254,691 to a total 
of $819,815. 

 
• DCSD purchases community-based treatment 

and supervision services from BHD’s 
Wraparound Program as an alternative to more 
costly institutional care.  DHHS will pay 
$8,032,174 for 350 slots in the basic 
Wraparound Program, which is the same 
amount as 2007.      

 
• DCSD will pay $1,768,416 for 47 slots in BHD’s 

intensive Wraparound Program known as 
FOCUS, the same as the 2007 amount, to 
provide more intensive services for clients.  
FOCUS is one of the components of the 
Disproportionate Minority Confinement (DMC) 
grant.  

 
• DCSD will receive $663,600 in revenue from the 

Wraparound Program to pay for Temporary 
Shelter, Group Home and Day Treatment slots 
that Wraparound buys from DCSD.  This is a 
decrease of $44,957 from 2007. 

 
• The post disposition program for girls that was 

initiated in 2004 will continue in 2008 but at a 
reduced level.  Female delinquent youth present 
several unique issues, such as those related to 
health and sexuality, and there is a need for 
unique programming to serve these youth and 
provide alternatives to group homes.  
Expenditures decrease $120,610, from 
$170,610 to $50,000.  Grant revenue of $50,000 
from the State of Wisconsin funds this program.  

 
• The 2008 Budget maintains funding to purchase 

105 slots in the Level II Supervision Program, 66 
beds of shelter care, and 45 slots in the Serious 
Chronic Offender Program.  These purchase of 
service programs provide for and support 
community treatment options as an alternative to 
placement at State corrections facilities. 

 
• A new initiative to utilize T-19 Crisis billing is 

projected to generate $264,206 in Federal/State 
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Medicaid revenue to help offset the cost of 
group home services provided by DCSD. 

 
• A $150,000 appropriation is included to continue 

funding of the Safe Alternatives for Youth (SAY) 
program in 2008.  This program was initially 
established with a $150,000 appropriation in the 
2003 County Budget to provide community-based 
services to young people living in low-income areas 
of Milwaukee County who were exposed to barriers 
that placed them at risk in their community.  Since 
2003, under the direction of the SAY Oversight 
Committee and the administration of the Milwaukee 
Urban League as fiscal agent, SAY has distributed 
more than 80 small grants for one-time educational, 
cultural, recreational and other activities, which 
have enhanced life experiences of disadvantaged 
youth and have positively impacted 3,000 youth. 

 
In 2008, the SAY program will continue to operate 
under the provisions of Adopted County Board 
Resolution File No. 03-247, which established the 
Safe Homes (subsequently re-named Safe 
Alternatives for Youth) Oversight Committee.  
Consistent with the terms of the Adopted 
Resolution, the SAY Oversight Committee, 
appointed by the County Board Chairman, will 
continue to oversee the program and direct the 
distribution of small SAY grants, and the Milwaukee 
Urban League will continue to serve as SAY fiscal 
agent.  The Director of the Department of Health 
and Human Services shall execute a contract in the 
amount of $12,000 with the Milwaukee Urban 
League for fiscal agent services, including serving 
as depository for the funds to be allocated, 
distributing the funds as directed by the SAY 
Oversight Committee, preparing and distributing tax 
forms for grantees, and providing quarterly reports 
on the distribution of funds and remaining balances 
to the SAY Oversight Committee.  In addition, the 
Director of the Department of Health and Human 
Services is authorized to deposit $138,000 in SAY 
appropriations with the Milwaukee Urban League 
as fiscal agent, from which identified activities 
under the program will be funded. 

 
• Due to fiscal constraints, 1.0 FTE Office Support 

Assistant 2, 1.0 FTE Intake Specialist CCC and 
1.0 FTE Human Service Supervisor are 
abolished for a salary, social security and active 
fringe benefit savings of $195,074.  

 

• Funding for the Youth Sports Authority in 2008 is 
$200,000. 

 
DISABILITIES SERVICES DIVISION 
 
• Disabilities Services Division (DSD) 

expenditures increase $2,756,478, from 
$101,330,879 to $104,087,357, primarily due to 
increased Long Term Support (LTS) client 
services and increased Personal Services costs. 
Total revenues increase $3,620,097, from 
$98,478,378 to $102,098,475, primarily due to 
increased LTS revenue and projected growth of 
the Medical Assistance-Personal Care (MAPC) 
program, as well as the use of the DSD Risk 
Reserve as a one-time revenue source for 2008. 

 
• An appropriation of $350,000 in Potawatomi 

Revenue is maintained in the 2008 Budget for 
DSD. 

 
• The appropriations for client services in DSD’s 

LTS programs are increased by $2,628,605 
based on the LTS projection, from $80,082,250 
to $82,710,855. The projection starts with actual 
2006 costs which are adjusted based on known 
changes in 2007 and 2008 to better reflect 
actual expenditure needs and in recognition of 
an increase in program participants due to a 
significant number of relocations from nursing 
homes and intermediate care facilities that has 
occurred in recent years. Total LTS revenues, 
including MAPC and the Risk Reserve, increase 
$2,908,053, from $76,537,987 to $79,446,040. 

 
• In 2008, DSD will increase the co-pay paid to 

Paratransit for clients who use that service from 
$3.25 to $7.  This increase is justified based on 
the true cost of each ride to Paratransit, which 
exceeds $20.  Expenditures increase 
$1,786,815, and revenues increase $1,240,264, 
for a tax levy increase in DSD of $546,551.  This 
results in a Countywide reduction in tax levy of 
$1,240,264, due to increased revenue received 
by Paratransit from this initiative.  The 
Department on Aging Care Management 
Organization undertakes a similar initiative for a 
revenue increase of $825,000, producing a total 
revenue increase of $2,065,264 in the 
Paratransit budget. 
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• The DSD Risk Reserve that was established in 
2005 provides $500,000 of revenue to support 
the LTS program in 2008. 

 
• DSD will continue efforts to maximize the 

generation of MAPC revenue, including requiring 
MAPC billing to be done by major residential 
providers and implementation of additional 
business process and Information Technology 
improvements.  Based on 2006 actual MAPC 
revenue and 2007 year-to-date projections, the 
2008 Budget projects total MAPC revenue of 
$4,505,276, an increase of $650,000 over the 
$3,855,276 budgeted in 2007.  

 
• One (1.0 FTE) Fiscal Analyst Supervisor, 1.0 

FTE Quality Assurance Specialist (ASD), and 
2.0 FTE Registered Nurse 2 – Adult Services 
are unfunded, and 1.0 FTE Human Service 
Worker is abolished for a salary, social security 
and active fringe savings of $407,325. 

 
• The 2008 Budget again includes $250,000 to 

fund a Crisis Residential Service for LTS clients.  
The need for such a service emerged from the 
growing number of LTS clients receiving care in 
the community that has resulted from recent 
ICF-MR downsizing initiatives and nursing home 
closures, as well as the lack of emergency 
services system capacity in Milwaukee County.  

 
• Prior-year State contract reconciliation revenue 

is budgeted at $2,100,000 in the DHHS budget, 
an increase of $250,000 over 2007.  This 
includes $1,050,000 in DSD, which represents 
an increase of $250,000 over 2007. An 
additional $1,050,000 of prior-year revenue is 
budgeted in the Delinquency and Court Services 
Division, the same as in 2007.   

 
• In the fall of 2005, DSD began working on a 

Department of Health and Family Services 
(DHFS) planning initiative to redesign the 
system of long-term care services in Milwaukee 
County for persons with developmental and 
physical disabilities under the age of 60. DSD’s 
efforts resulted in the award of a $150,000 
planning grant from DHFS, which has been 
supplemented with local funds during the 
previous two years.  The goal of this planning 
project is to expand the Milwaukee County 
Department on Aging (MCDA) Family Care 
program to serve individuals with disabilities 

under the age of 60 and to eliminate the waiting 
list for services for those individuals.  The 
current MCDA Family Care program serves 
persons age 60 and above.  Through a joint 
planning initiative with MCDA’s Family Care 
program, DSD anticipates that implementation of 
this expansion plan could take place in late 2008 
or early 2009. The expanded Family Care CMO 
would serve an additional 5,000 individuals in 
Milwaukee County. 

 
• As a preliminary step to expanded Family Care 

implementation, DSD is procuring actuarial 
consulting services to determine financial risks 
to the County before seeking authorization to 
proceed with implementation from the County 
Board and County Executive.  After the analysis 
is completed, a business plan will be submitted 
which will include a proposed operating budget, 
and the necessary implementation plan to enroll 
both individuals over age 18 currently receiving 
services from DSD as well as those individuals 
on the waiting list.  It is anticipated that a 
business and implementation plan will be 
developed and submitted for approval by late 
2007.  

 
MANAGEMENT SERVICES DIVISION 
 
• The DHHS Accounting unit has the same 

number of positions (5.0 FTE) as in the 2007 
adopted budget. One (1.0 FTE) position 
abolished in the 2007 budget, but maintained by 
DAS Human Resources as a result of the DC 48 
contract settlement, is not re-created or funded 
in the 2008 budget. 

 
• One (1.0 FTE) Quality Assurance Specialist 

(DHHS), 1.0 FTE Accountant 4 NR, .50 FTE 
Accountant Supervisor (MCHCP) and .50 FTE 
Accountant 4 (Fiscal) are unfunded for a savings 
of $221,775. 

 
• In 2008, the DHHS will participate in the 

implementation of a Guaranteed Energy 
Performance Contracting initiative (GESPC) 
designed to improve energy efficiency and 
promote environmental sustainability throughout 
Milwaukee County.  As part of the pilot, DHHS 
will work with an approved vendor to retrofit or 
replace energy-consuming equipment in the 
Marcia P. Coggs Center to reduce consumption 
and realize utility cost savings.  The budgeted 
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cost of the Parks GESPC project is $200,000, 
offset by an energy reduction in the same 
amount.  This cost represents the approximate 
amount of debt service that will be paid in 2008 
on a loan for the new fixtures and equipment.   

 
HOUSING DIVISION 
 
• A new Housing Division is created in DHHS in 

2008.  This initiative consolidates all housing 
programs currently spread across the County 
into a single division.  DHHS was chosen to 
house this new division to reflect the County's 
desire to integrate housing programs with other 
social service programs and to prioritize the use 
of housing resources to address the needs of 
persons with mental illness or other special 
needs.    The Special Needs Program is 
transferred from DHHS – BHD, and the Housing 
Choice Voucher and the HOME/Home Repair 
programs are transferred from DAS - Economic 
and Community Development.  All three 
programs receive funding from the federal 
Department of Housing and Urban Development 
(HUD). 

 
• Total expenditures of $18,462,587, including 

$2,520,130 in Personal Services, $16,588,998 in 
revenues and $1,873,589 in property tax levy, 
are transferred into the new Division.  The 
following positions are transferred:

7.0 FTE Housing Program Assistants 

 
o HOME/Home Repair (from DAS - 

Economic & Community Development)

Receivable 

 
• This initiative also creates 1.0 FTE position of 

Executive Director 2, offset by the abolishment 
of 1.0 FTE Assistant Housing and Community 
Development Coordinator in the Community 
Development Block Grant program in DAS – 
Economic & Community Development for a 
salary, social security and active fringe benefit 
cost of $57,054.   

 
• The Housing Division will assume administration 

and oversight of the Mental Health Housing 
Initiative initiated in 2007 and formerly located in 
the Behavioral Health Division.  This package of 
initiatives focuses on enhancing permanent 
housing for persons with mental illness.  A total 
of $221,500 in tax levy is appropriated in the 
following manner: 
 
o An appropriation of $72,500 is budgeted to 

provide additional on-site staff at West 
Samaria to ensure better living conditions for 
BHD clients who reside there. 

 
o A contribution of $50,000 to the Continuum 

of Care (COC) is budgeted.  The COC is a 
consortium of local governmental entities 
and non-profit organizations charged with 
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the responsibility of securing HUD funds to 
provide housing assistance to the homeless 
population of Milwaukee County.  This 
contribution, with the stipulation that the 
funds be used towards the goal of 
increasing permanent housing, will assist in 
providing administrative capacity to the 
organization to achieve this objective.  This 
increased contribution reflects a 
recommendation from the Special Needs 
Housing Action Team formed by the County 
Executive and Mayor of Milwaukee in late 
2006. 

 
o An appropriation of $55,000 is budgeted for 

on-site support services for the United 
Christian Church/Cardinal Capital 
Management project.  This development will 
house 24 BHD consumers.  The building is 
scheduled to open in June 2008. 

 
o An appropriation of $19,000 is budgeted for 

on-site support services for the Guest 
House/Heartland Housing project.  This 
development will house a mixture of BHD 
consumers, homeless individuals, and low-
income households.  This development will 
begin outreach activities needing case 
management in July 2008. 

 
o A contribution of $25,000 is budgeted to 

assist in the activities of the newly created 
Supportive Housing Development 
Committee (SHDC).  The SHDC is a 
committee appointed by the County 
Executive and the Mayor of Milwaukee 

consisting of senior housing and 
administrative staff from each government 
that will be responsible for coordinating 
countywide efforts to develop and support 
selected supportive housing projects, and 
ensure timely delivery of financial 
commitments from local governments.  The 
establishment of this Committee and the 
$25,000 appropriation to support it reflect a 
recommendation from the Special Needs 
Housing Action Team.  

 
• The Housing Division also will administer a 

$1,000,000 loan from the State Trust Fund Loan 
Program to fund capital projects aimed at 
providing permanent, affordable housing for 
persons with serious and persistent mental 
illness, which is included in the Recommended 
Capital Improvements Budget.  The County 
applied for and received a $1,000,000 loan for 
this purpose in 2007. 

 
• In 2007, the Behavioral Health Division applied 

for and expects to receive a new HUD funded 
Shelter Plus Care Sponsor Based grant in the 
amount of $1,009,800 over the next five years.  
This is a partnership between BHD and Mercy 
Housing Lakefront to develop a subsidy for 
newly developed supported housing units.  
Expected implementation is in July 2008.  Due 
to timing issues, the revenues and expenditures 
associated with this grant are not included in the 
2008 Budget, and will be recognized through a 
fund transfer should the grant be awarded.

Pursuant to the budget and policy guidelines 
established by the Milwaukee County Board of 
Supervisors, the Parks Department serves 
Milwaukee County citizens and visitors by preserving 
and protecting the all-natural environments, 
providing open space for public recreation, and 
providing a variety of safe and active recreation 
opportunities to the public. 
 

OBJECTIVES 
 

• Preserve and maintain Park assets to ensure 
safe recreational opportunities to Milwaukee 
County citizens.   

 
• Work with the Sheriff's Office to support a 

program of law enforcement presence and 
regulation enforcement in the Parks. 

 
• Develop and maintain recreational partnerships 

that meet the needs of area youth. 
 
• Develop a long-term plan for use of current, new 

and replacement assets to meet future needs. 
 
• Reallocate staff resources, invest in training, and 

promote education for greatest efficiency and 
skill and to support the team concept. 
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• Create mutually beneficial revenue producing 

opportunities in the Parks. 
 
• Apply for the Gold Medal Award Program 

through the National Recreation and Park 
Association and be recognized as a top four 
finalist. 

 
GENERAL DESCRIPTION 

 
The Department of Parks, Recreation and Culture is 
organized into four divisions (Director’s Office, 
Operations, Planning and Development, and 
Recreation Services)  
 

PROGRAM DESCRIPTIONS 
 
Director’s Office/Administration Division. The 
Parks Director directly oversees operations, planning 
and recreation functions and staff (see attached 
organizational chart). The Director’s Office is also 
directly responsible for administrative functions 
including finance, human resources, contracts, 
marketing, safety, security and training.  
 
The Finance Section provides oversight of budget, 
revenue tracking, contract coordination, centralized 
purchasing, and accounting. This section ensures 
adherence to revenue and expenditure targets 
through responsible budget management and 
centralized purchasing. In addition, the Finance 
Section is also responsible for the Parks’ point of 
sale system.   
 
The Marketing Section provides media connections 
and promotion services for parks related events, 
activities and programs (e.g., golf, concerts, special 
events, etc.). Marketing activities are conducted 
through the use of cross-promotion, printed 
materials, website, radio, television, and 
partnerships. This section is also responsible for 
writing and distributing press releases, constructing 
and staffing vendor booths and designing displays 
for use at various locations.  
 
The Safety, Security and Training Section provides 
training for full-time and seasonal employees.  This 
unit establishes safety procedures and works with 
the Milwaukee County Sheriff’s Office, municipal 
police departments and internal staff to address and 
ensure security throughout the County parks. This 
section also coordinates insurance reimbursement 

and restitution relating to property damage, 
vandalism and theft. 
 
The Planning and Development Division is 
responsible for overseeing the daily operation of the 
Planning and Development Section, Parks 
Maintenance Section, Landscape, Construction, and 
Forestry Services Section, Trails and Natural Areas 
Management Section, and the Playground Safety 
and Maintenance Section. 
 
The Planning and Development Section prepares 
the capital budget, provides in-house design and 
master planning for park facilities, reviews the plans 
provided by consultants, conducts long and short 
range system planning including setting goals and 
priorities relating to the future development of the 
Parks System, manages and oversees the 
Department’s land assets including land acquisitions 
and dispositions, easements, and right-of-entry 
permitting, develops and maintains the geographic 
information system (GIS) which includes an 
inventory of park facilities and assets, provides 
mapping and analysis, identifies grants, selects 
projects, prepares applications and implements 
grant projects, coordinates and oversees 
department activities relating to the legislative 
function of the County Board of Supervisors, and 
maintains historical records and archives. 
 
The Park Maintenance Section provides 
professional skilled trades in the areas of plumbing, 
electrical, carpentry, heating and cooling, ironwork, 
and other skilled trades services for the 
maintenance operations of the park system to 
ensure public health and safety, and code 
compliance.  
 
The Landscape, Construction, and Forestry Services 
Section provides tree trimming, removal and planting 
throughout the parks to both the Recreation and 
Operations Divisions.  In some cases these crews 
have worked on other projects to help other 
departments, such as the Zoo.  These crews have 
been integral in constructing new play units, 
excavation work, pavement patching and repair 
(walks/parking lots), turf restoration, and other 
landscape projects.  
 
The Trails/Naturals Areas Management Section is 
primarily responsible for creation and maintenance 
of natural areas, nature trail construction and 
maintenance, mapping existing and new trails, as 
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well as installation of trail signage.  This crew assists 
forestry in maintaining the 108-mile Oak Leaf Trail, 
lead erosion control/bioengineering projects, and 
remove invasive plant species.  Americorps Crew, 
Scout Troops, and the Milwaukee Conservation 
Leadership Corps work cooperatively with the 
Trails/Natural Areas Crew annually on several 
projects. 
 
The Playground Safety and Maintenance Section is 
responsible for Tier II safety inspections and Park 
Unit staff is responsible for weekly Tier I safety 
inspections.  The playground crew pressure washes 
and cleans the 112 play units in spring and fall.  
Responsibilities also include graffiti removal, general 
maintenance of play structures, delivery of sand and 
fibar, and replacement of worn parts. 
 
Operations Division oversees Horticulture and 
individual parks throughout Milwaukee County. This 
division is organized into two sections: North Region 
and South Region. 
 
The North and South regions are responsible for 14 
park units and 17 service yards that provide 
maintenance to 150 parks and parkways throughout 
Milwaukee County.   
 
The South Region includes the oversight of the 
horticulture operations. This unit is responsible for 
the cultivation of all plant life located in County 
parks, parkways, and building landscapes. It also 
oversees a contract with the University of Wisconsin 
Extension for the Nature in the Parks (NIP) program, 
which provides services to the WEHR Nature 
Center, and participates in the “Keep Milwaukee 
Beautiful” program. 
 
Recreation Services Division is organized into four 
sections: Recreation and Aquatics, Golf and Turf 
Maintenance, Concessions and Clubhouse 
Operations and Public Services.  The Recreation 
Services Division provides a variety of recreational 
opportunities to the citizens of Milwaukee County, 
including the maintenance of parks and athletic 
fields. 
 
The Recreation and Aquatic Section is responsible 
for daily operation of two community centers, two 
recreation centers, nine outdoor deep well pools, 
two family aquatic centers and two indoor pools.  
Recreation Services offers programs such as 
aerobics, water exercise, athletics, boxing, martial 

arts, football, soccer, disc golf, nature education, art, 
theater and gymnastics.   
 
The Golf and Turf Maintenance Section is 
responsible for the operation of 15 golf courses 
within the park system.  This includes turf 
maintenance, programming, promotional 
development and tournament preparation for the US 
Bank Championship.  The Golf and Turf Manager 
also provides expertise to the Operations Division 
with general turf and field maintenance.  
 
The Concessions and Clubhouse Operations 
Section manages the County’s golf courses and 
concessions across the Parks System. The 
clubhouse operations program manages 15 
clubhouse operations, including golf starter and 
marshaling operations. Total revenue collected by 
this program is approximately $6 million annually. 
 
The Concessions program manages 40 locations 
ranging in complexity from vending machines to 
concession stands, ice skate rentals, convenience 
stores, special events, full service restaurants and 
catering operations. Total revenue collected by the 
Concessions program is approximately $1.5 million 
annually.  
 
The Public Services Section operates 37 organized 
sports leagues, provides permits for 175 athletic 
fields, and provides reservations of all 178 picnic 
areas and 25 pavilions and other facilities. 
 

BUDGET HIGHLIGHTS 
 
• Personal Services expenditures without fringe 

benefits increase from $17,403,342 in 2007 to 
$20,177,311 in 2008.  

 
• Operating Capital Outlay is reduced by 

$228,697, primarily due to the deletion of 
$300,000 in one-time funding for Bender Park 
boat launch dredging and $182,018 in one-time 
major maintenance projects at pools included in 
the 2007 Budget. 

 
• The Department is restructuring its maintenance 

staff to take advantage of efficiencies and labor 
cost reductions that will be achieved through 
equipment purchases in the capital budget of 
$1,143,000.  For instance, the Department is 
requesting equipment that can groom three 
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times more parkland in a day than its current 
inventory. The equipment includes:  mowing 
units (36 units), trailers (3 units), ball-diamond 
and golf trap rakes (10 units), and a tractor (1 
unit).  See 2008 Capital Budget for more detail.     

 
The utilization of more efficient equipment allows 
for the reduction of professional maintenance 
workers.   These workers will be replaced with 
seasonal and supervisory maintenance staff to 
be utilized as necessary, increasing flexibility 
and generating labor cost savings.   

 
The maintenance staff is restructured as follows 
in 2008 for a salary, social security and active 
fringe benefit cost of $3,076,283:  
 
o Provide funding for 50.0 FTE Park 

Maintenance Worker positions and continue 
to unfund 16.0 FTE as in 2007 for a salary, 
social security and active fringe benefit cost 
$3,076,283.   

 
o Create 14.0 FTE Forestry Worker DOT 

positions, including 4.0 FTE in the 
Recreation Division Golf program and 10.0 
FTE in the Planning and Development 
Division for salary, social security and active 
fringe benefit cost of $895,825. 

 
o Create 6.0 FTE Park Maintenance Worker 2 

In-Charge positions, including one FTE in 
the Recreation Division and 5.0 FTE in the 
Operations Division, for salary, social 
security and active fringe benefits costs of 
$403,344.  

 
• Operation of the King and Kosciuszko 

Community Centers is maintained with staffing 
provided as follows: 2.0 FTE Community Center 
Manager positions, 2.0 FTE Park Maintenance 
Worker Assistant positions that are unfunded 
and 2.0 FTE Community Center Supervisor 
positions for salary, social security and active 
fringe benefit costs of $272,399.    

 
• As part of the Comprehensive Wading Pool 

Replacement and Modernization Program, the 
Department will replace three wading pools with 
three splash pads in 2008.   

 
• The Parks Department shall staff the Milwaukee 

County wading pools at staggered hours to 

ensure that some wading pools will open at 
10:00 a.m. and some will remain open until 7:00 
p.m. during the entire aquatics season.  The 
Parks Director shall report back to the County 
Board with a 2008 wading pool schedule prior to 
the opening of the aquatics season.   

 
• The 2008 Budget creates 8.0 FTE Park Patrol 

positions, comprised of 2.0 FTE and 6.0 FTE 
seasonal Park Patrol positions, for salary, social 
security and active fringe costs of $128,168.  
The start date for these positions is May 1, 
2008. In order to maximize patrol coverage, the 
6.0 FTE (seasonal) positions will be split into 
twelve half-time positions to be utilized in the 
higher-use summer months.  The budget also 
includes equipment costs of $41,700, including 
14 hand-held radios/ accessories ($35,000), 14 
bicycles and helmets ($4,200), and uniforms 
($2,500).   
 
The Park Patrol will: 
 
o Provide informational, educational, and 

safety services to the general public 
(including Park Watch groups). 

 
o Coordinate with local law enforcement and 

the Sheriff’s Department when enforcement 
action is required. 

 
o Monitor activities of parks to ensure patron 

safety and voluntary compliance with parks 
rules and regulations (excessive noise, 
animals in parks, destruction of parks 
equipment, inappropriate skateboarding, 
hunting, solicitation, boating, parking, 
operating without permits, swimming 
regulations, camping regulations, etc.) per 
County Ordinance. 

 
• The Parks Director is authorized to continue to 

negotiate with the Friends of Hoyt Park and 
community-based organizations interested in re-
opening the Hales Corners pool, to allow for 
continued community-based funding and 
management of both the Hoyt Park and Hales 
Corners pools. 
 

• A new Golf Course Enhancement fee of $.50 
(per 9 hole round) is proposed for all golf 
courses, producing a revenue increase of 
$300,000.  This revenue is budgeted in General 
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Debt Service Fund Budget (Unit 9960) and is 
dedicated to debt service expenditures for 
capital improvements related to golf courses. 

 
• In 2008, the Parks Department will participate in 

the implementation of a Guaranteed Energy 
Performance Contracting initiative (GESPC) 
designed to improve energy efficiency and 
promote environmental sustainability throughout 
Milwaukee County.  As part of the pilot, Parks 
Department facilities will work with an approved 
vendor to retrofit or replace energy-consuming 
equipment to reduce consumption and realize 
utility cost savings.  The budgeted cost of the 
Parks GESPC project is $200,000, offset by an 
energy reduction in the same amount.  This cost 
represents the approximate amount of debt 
service that will be paid in 2008 on a loan for the 
new fixtures and equipment.   

 
• 3.0 FTE filled Park Unit Coordinator 2– 

Horticulturist positions are abolished upon 
vacancy, and 3.0 FTE Horticulturalist 2 In-
charge positions are created to perform work as 
well as supervise staff, improving efficiency and 
flexibility.  This will produce salary, social 
security, and active fringe benefits savings of 
$40,088.  

 
• The following positions are abolished: 1.0 FTE 

vacant Office Assistant 3 position ($55,025); 3.0 
vacant FTE Head Lifeguard positions ($156,788) 
with duties to be performed by existing seasonal 
staff; 1.0 vacant FTE Office Assistant 3 position 
($56,938); 1.0 vacant FTE Office Assistant 3 
position ($58,849); 1.04 FTE Park Intern – 
Athletics positions (seasonal) ($38,754).  

 
• Proceeds of $570,000 from the granting of a 

permanent easement for the Metropolitan 
Milwaukee Sewerage District’s Canal Street Wet 
Weather project are budgeted within the 
Department for general operations.   

 
• Repair and maintenance of buildings is 

maintained at the 2007 level of $165,888.  
 
• Expenditures of $12,403,931 are budgeted for 

capital improvements in 2008 for the 
Department of Parks, Recreation and Culture.  
This appropriation includes funding for 

construction at the Lincoln Park Family Aquatic 
Center, two splash pads, marina improvements, 
as well as playground and golf improvements.  
In addition, the appropriation provides for 
funding of maintenance on parkway drives, 
parkway bridges and fleet equipment designated 
for parks use.   For further detail, refer to the 
2008 Capital Improvements Budget.      

 
• Departments have the authority to fill unfunded 

positions provided they do not incur a salary 
deficit. 

 
• ECP positions are not provided step increases 

or performance awards in 2008 as allowed in 
County Ordinance Section 17.265 (3). 

 
• The abatement of Countywide crosscharges is 

discontinued in 2008.  The tax levy previously 
held in the servicing department is redistributed 
to the recipient departments in an amount 
corresponding to the crosscharges. This results 
in a tax levy redistribution equal to the change in 
abatements.  Due primarily to this change in 
methodology, direct tax levy for this department 
increased $2,724,605.  The actual change in tax 
levy for this department from 2007 is an 
increase of $1,084,599. 

 
• All departments are required to operate within 

their expenditure appropriations and their overall 
budgets.  Pursuant to Section 59.60(12), 
Wisconsin Statutes, "No payment may be 
authorized or made and no obligation incurred 
against the county unless the county has 
sufficient appropriations for payment. No 
payment may be made or obligation incurred 
against an appropriation unless the director first 
certifies that a sufficient unencumbered balance 
is or will be available in the appropriation to 
make the payment or to meet the obligation 
when it becomes due and payable. An obligation 
incurred and an authorization of payment in 
violation of this subsection is void. A county 
officer who knowingly violates this subsection is 
jointly and severely liable to the county for the 
full amount paid. A county employee who 
knowingly violates this subsection may be 
removed for cause." 
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OPERATING AUTHORITY & PURPOSE

The Zoological Department is charged with the 
general management of the Zoo facility.  Included 
are business operations, management of the animal 
collection, maintenance of buildings and grounds, 
visitor services, education, planning/oversight of 
construction related to the capital master plan and 
marketing of the Zoo. 
 
The Zoo originally opened in the 1890s as an animal 
and bird display in Washington Park.  It was 

acquired by the County in 1937 and operated under 
the Park Commission until 1981 when it became an 
independent department.  The Zoo moved to its 
present 200-acre site in 1960.  The Zoo’s animal 
collection and exhibits are acquired with the 
assistance of private funding.  There are presently 
16 animal groupings at the Zoo, including the Reptile 
and Aquarium group, Australian group, Asiatic group 
and the Family Farm.

species. 

 
DEPARTMENT DESCRIPTION 

 
The Zoo’s organizational structure is designed to 
maximize efficiency of operations, facilities, animal 
management and human resources.  The Zoo 
includes four divisions:  Animal Management and 
Health, Operations, Administration and Finance, and 
Public Affairs and Services.  These divisions provide 
a work force organized to address the seasonal 
nature of operations, increase attendance and 
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revenue-earning opportunities and provide optimal 
animal care. 
 
The Animal Management and Health Division is 
responsible for the care and management of the 
extensive animal collection, which means 
maintaining fish, amphibians, reptiles, birds, 
mammals and invertebrates in good health to allow 
their conservation, propagation and display.  This 
includes providing a well-balanced, nutritious diet, a 
preventive medicine program and routine physical 
exam programs for such animals as the great apes 
and the large cats.  Specialized medical health 
services such as surgery, immunology, parasite 
control and drug and physical therapy are also 
performed.  The animal facilities are designed and 
maintained to provide the proper environment for the 
animals and to provide an educational and 
entertaining experience to the visitor. 
 
The Operations Division includes business and 
concessions functions related to the Zoo’s major 
revenue sources such as admissions, parking lot, 
two restaurants with a patio complex, three major 
food concession facilities and various food stands, 
gift, novelty and souvenir stores, a miniature train 
ride, a Zoomobile ride and a carousel ride.  In 
addition, this division also provides for the 
maintenance, improvement and overall grooming of 
the grounds, which are critical to visitor satisfaction 
and return trade.  Included in this area are 
mechanical and preventive maintenance programs 
for equipment, ventilating, air-conditioning and 
heating systems, and minor electrical and plumbing 
repairs.  Also included are housekeeping and 
general cleaning of the entire Zoo. 
 
The Administration and Finance Division support 
functions include cash management, financial and 
capital project planning and control, accounts 
payable and receivable, personnel and payroll, 
reception, switchboard, radio dispatch, other general 
office services and all clerical support.  This division 
provides the Zoo with planning direction, goals for all 
divisions, and daily financial and administrative 
management oversight control. 
 
The Public Affairs and Services Division is 
responsible for public relations, promotional 
activities, special events and programs, group sales 
and entertainment program development to increase 
public use, enjoyment and awareness of the Zoo 
facility.   

 
This division consolidates efforts and activities of 
marketing, special programs such as the sea lion 
and raptor shows, and group sales rentals into a 
single division for improved coordination of 
promotional efforts.  Through news releases, 
interviews and other promotional activities, the Zoo 
attempts to attract residents of major Wisconsin and 
northern Illinois markets.  The Zoo engages in cross-
promotions with other cultural and tourist attractions 
to increase attendance and encourage return 
visitation. 
 
Included among annual special events activities held 
at the Zoo are “Milwaukee a la Carte,” Sunset 
Zoofaris, Halloween Spooktacular, Family Farm 
Weekend, Egg Days and the Samson Stomp. 
 

BUDGET HIGHLIGHTS 
 
• Personal Services without fringe benefits 

increase $557,991, from $7,689,176 in 2007 to 
$8,247,167 in 2008. 

 
• The following vacant positions are unfunded in 

2008: 1.0 FTE Executive Assistant (Zoo) 
position and 2.0 FTE Custodial Worker 2 
positions for a salary, social security and active 
fringe benefit savings of $163,610.   

 
• The following vacant positions that were 

unfunded in 2007 remain unfunded in 2008: 2.0 
FTE Custodial Worker 2 positions, 1.0 FTE 
Assistant Zoo Maintenance & Grounds 
Coordinator position, and 2.0 FTE Zoo Vehicle 
Machine Operator positions.   
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• The Gathering Place, which is the final project of 
the joint $29.6 million capital campaign between 
Milwaukee County and the Zoological Society, 
will open in 2008.  The Gathering Place joins the 
existing North and South Administration 
Buildings.  This project remodels the Flamingo 
Café, adds a sundries shop and provides for 
additional rental opportunities.  Additional 
operating expenditures are budgeted at $85,514 
and revenues at $124,000 for a net tax levy 
reduction of $38,486.  The following seasonal 
positions are created to support the new 
Gathering Place:   

 
o $17,286 Zoo Worker 2 (.90 FTE) 
o $13,234 Zoo Worker 3 (.57 FTE) 

 
• Zoo attendance is expected to be at the 2007 

budgeted level of 1,350,000 visitors.  However, 
the mix of free and paid admissions is adjusted 
to reflect an increase of 24,842 in free 
admissions, or 1.8%, from 48.9% to 50.8%. 

 
• Zoo admission fees increase $.75 to generate 

an additional $442,988 in revenue in 2008.  The 
detail regarding Zoo fees can be found in the fee 
schedule. 

 
• The 2008 Budget includes a $1.00 parking fee 

increase, from $9.00 to $10.00 per car, 
increasing revenue $249,167 to $2,466,948.   

 
• Revenue from the Skyride is reduced $150,000 

to $250,000 based on experience. 
 
• The Sting Ray and Sharks special exhibit will 

continue in 2008 to help achieve an attendance 
level of 1,350,000 visitors.  Admission for the 
exhibit is $2.00 for adults and children. 

 
• The Flamingo birds are returning in 2008.   

Visitors will have a new scenic overlook to view 
the birds.  The Zoological Society of Milwaukee 
County funded $600,000 for the construction of 
the bird holding facility.  An appropriation of 
$9,000 is included in 2008 for utility and food 
costs. 

 
• The Zoological Department is requesting 

authority to enter into the following Professional 
Service Contracts in 2008.  They are included in 
this budget for County Board approval in lieu of 
separate review and approval during the budget 

year.  These contracts are with an identified 
vendor.

• The Zoological Department is requesting that 

the Milwaukee County Purchasing Administrator 
be authorized to issue and deliver letters of 
intent to overseas vendors at a cost not to 
exceed $400,000 in aggregate for advance 
ordering of the Zoo’s 2008 and 2009 resale 
purchases for novelties and souvenirs in 
October of 2007 and October 2008, respectively.  
This amount is approximately 57% of the total 
requested appropriation for resale novelties and 
souvenirs.  A substantial portion of resale 
merchandise sold at the Milwaukee County Zoo 
is purchased from import vendors to provide the 
quantity and variety of items desired by the 
general public visiting the Zoo.  Due to the 
distance and travel time required for overseas 
shipments, the Zoo must order resale 
merchandise in the fall for spring delivery.  
Precedent exists in past County Board 
authorization for the Zoo to purchase resale 
items for the upcoming year.  Budget authority is 
included in the 2008 Zoo budget in lieu of 
separate review and approval during the budget 
year.  The County Board of Supervisors may 
revoke this authority if 2009 funds are not 
appropriated for Zoo novelties and souvenirs 
during the 2009 budget deliberations in October 
2008.

• Expenditures for utilities, including electricity, 

natural gas, sewer, outside telephone service 
and water, increase $116,658, from   $1,936,336 
to $2,052,994. This amount reflects a $142,399 
increase for electricity due to an anticipated 
price increase and $23,000 for new construction 
requirements for the Gathering Place and 
Flamingo Exhibit.  Offsetting a portion of this 
increase is a net reduction of $37,225 in natural 
gas based on current year projections. 

 
• The animal food budget increases $38,495, from 

$420,000 to $458,495, based on projected food 
cost increases and actual experience. 

 
• Operating Capital outlay increases $67,737, 

from $203,678 to $271,415.  The increase in 
major maintenance is to be used for the Zoo’s 
accreditation process in 2008 and for the 
Association of Zoos and Aquariums (AZA) 
annual conference, which the Zoo is hosting in 
September 2008. 

 
• The Zoo will continue the following initiatives 

through 2008: 
 

o The flexibility to reallocate major 
maintenance projects and equipment 
purchases while remaining within the total 
appropriation. 

 
o Discounted admission fees of $6.00 for 

adults and $3.50 for juniors and school 
groups for Milwaukee County residents on 
Wednesdays. 

 
The Zoo Director’s authorization is continued to 
discount or waive admission fees and to provide 
one free admission day per month during the 

months of January through April, and November 
and December. 
 

• Expenditures of $1,501,978 are budgeted for 
capital improvements in 2008 for capital 
improvements at the Zoological Department (the 
Zoo).  This appropriation includes infrastructure 
projects that contribute to the continued health 
and safety of animals housed at the Zoo.  In 
addition, funds are appropriated to design and 
construct new admission booths.  For further 
detail, refer to the 2008 Capital Improvements 
Budget.   

 
• Departments have the authority to fill unfunded 

positions provided they do not incur a salary 
deficit. 

 
• ECP positions are not provided step increases 

or performance awards in 2008 as allowed in 
County Ordinance Section 17.265 (3). 

 
• The abatement of Countywide crosscharges is 

discontinued in 2008.  The tax levy previously 
held in the servicing department is redistributed 
to the recipient departments in an amount 
corresponding to the crosscharges. This results 
in a tax levy redistribution equal to the change in 
abatements.  Due primarily to this change in 
methodology, direct tax levy for this department 
increased $243,581.  The actual change in tax 
levy for this department from 2007 is a decrease 
of $708,428. 

 
• All departments are required to operate within 

their expenditure appropriations and their overall 
budgets.  Pursuant to Section 59.60(12), 
Wisconsin Statutes, "No payment may be 
authorized or made and no obligation incurred 
against the county unless the county has 
sufficient appropriations for payment. No 
payment may be made or obligation incurred 
against an appropriation unless the director first 
certifies that a sufficient unencumbered balance 
is or will be available in the appropriation to 
make the payment or to meet the obligation 
when it becomes due and payable. An obligation 
incurred and an authorization of payment in 
violation of this subsection is void. A county 
officer who knowingly violates this subsection is 
jointly and severely liable to the county for the 
full amount paid. A county employee who 
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knowingly violates this subsection may be 
removed for cause." 

 
 

ECONOMIC IMPACT OF THE MILWAUKEE 
COUNTY  ZOO 

 
In 2006, the Milwaukee County Zoo retained the 
Institute of Survey and Policy Research of the 
University of Wisconsin-Milwaukee to conduct a 
study of the Zoo’s economic impact on the four-
county area that includes Milwaukee, Ozaukee, 
Washington, and Waukesha.  The Institute used 
statistics and formulas from the Bureau of Economic 
Analysis of the US Department of Commerce and 
Wisconsin Department of Tourism. 
 
For a $5.633 million annual direct tax levy 
contribution from Milwaukee County in 2007, the 
annual economic impact of the Milwaukee County 
Zoo from the study is as follows: 

 
• Direct economic contributions from out-of-area 

visitors’ expenditures are estimated to be $56.7 
million in output (ten times the tax levy), $18 
million in earnings and 795 jobs. 
 

• Direct economic contributions from future 
construction are estimated to be $10.7 million in 
output, $3 million in earnings and 105 jobs. 

 
• Indirect economic contributions from operating 

expenses are estimated to be $44.7 million in 
output, $16.9 million in earnings and 
approximately 397 jobs. 

 
• Induced economic contributions are estimated to 

be $4.5 million in State revenues, $1.7 million in 
local revenues and 968 jobs. 

 
• Total estimated direct and indirect impact of the 

Milwaukee County Zoo on the four-county area 
is $112.1 million in output (20 times the tax 
levy), $38.1 million in earnings and 1,297 jobs.  
As impact of construction on output, earnings 
and employment are only during the phase of 
construction, they must be excluded to obtain 
annual impacts.  Assuming that operating 
expenses and revenue from tourism stay steady 
over time, annual impacts are $101.4 million in 
output, $35.1 million in earnings and 1,192 jobs. 
 

• The Milwaukee County Zoo is a major 
contributor to the economy of the four county 
Milwaukee-Waukesha PMSA (Primary 
Metropolitan Statistical Area).  Milwaukee 
County Zoo is a vital quality-of-life institution with 
a significant positive economic impact on the 
entire four-county region. 
 

ZOOLOGICAL SOCIETY SUPPORT 
 

• The relationship between Milwaukee County and 
the Zoological Society began in 1910 when the 
Washington Park Zoological Society, now the 
Zoological Society of Milwaukee County, was 
organized to help raise funds for animal 
acquisition.  The Society has functioned for 
many years for the purpose of aiding the County 
in the operation, maintenance and development 
of the Zoo and its animal collection.  Its mission 
is to promote conservation, education, exhibition 
of animals, research and recreation through 
fundraising and volunteerism. 
 

• In February 1989, the relationship was 
formalized with a Memorandum of 
Understanding, thus forging a strong 
public/private partnership for the continuing 
support of the Milwaukee County Zoo.  The 
Memorandum of Understanding was renewed in 
1992 and again in 1996.  The agreement 
provides office space for the Society on the Zoo 
grounds, including utilities, custodial and 
maintenance services and staff parking.  To 
assure continued support for the Zoo, the 
County provides free admission for Society 
members throughout the term of the 
Memorandum of Understanding. 
 

• The cost of the capital improvement program 
contained in the 2000-2009 Nine-Year Plan is 
$29.6 million, which will be split equally between 
Milwaukee County and the Zoological Society. 

 
• For 2008, the Zoological Society support of 

$533,750 consists of: 

o $310,750 in sponsorship revenue. 
o $74,288 for various ticket reimbursement. 
o $55,000 of summer exhibit support.   
o $93,712 of miscellaneous support.  

 
Reimbursement revenue from the Parking Plus 
Program increases $131,806 to $1,179,378 due 
to the Zoo parking fee increase. 
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In addition to the $533,750 contribution, the 
Zoological Society will also provide additional 
support of $428,365 which is comprised of: 
 

o $424,865 in revenue from Zoo Pass and 
Zoo Pass Plus Memberships increases. 

o $3,500 in website maintenance and 
management.

Beginning in 2007, MPM opened a planetarium and 
included astronomy in its program offering. 
 
MPM preserves and cares for its collections in the 
public trust.  Through its research and collections, 
the Museum seeks knowledge and understanding of 
global change and diversity from geological, 
biological, cultural and historical perspectives. MPM 
interprets these themes to diverse audiences 
through its renowned exhibits, programs and 
publications. 
 
MPM’s mission is best accomplished through the 
coordinated use of its public exhibits, research 
capabilities, collections and educational programs. 
 

OPERATING HISTORY 
 
Milwaukee County acquired the MPM from the City 
of Milwaukee in 1976.  In its 125 years as a public 
institution, the Museum has grown to be one of the 
leading natural history museums in the nation, 
providing a valuable educational opportunity to 
visitors. 
 
Based on the recommendations of a Blue Ribbon 
Task Force created in 1990 to study alternative 
funding of the Museum, County Board Resolution 
(File No. 91-775), adopted November 12, 1991, 
created a not-for-profit Museum Corporation with a 
Board of Directors providing management of the 
facility, effective March 31, 1992.  In this 

arrangement, the County retains ownership of the 
collection, building, and land while MPM provides 
operational management of the Museum.  A fixed 
base level funding amount of $4.3 million was 
established for MPM during the initial five-year 
period of the Lease and Management Agreement. 
 
The Lease and Management Agreement was re-
negotiated in 1997 to continue the County’s annual 
$4.3 million payment to the MPM for five years, 
unless the County or MPM requested that base 
support levels be modified after March 31, 1999. 
 
As a result of the re-negotiation, the Museum 
Endowment Funds were transferred to MPM in 
August 1997. 
 
In 1999, the County extended the current term of the 
MPM Lease Agreement for an additional 33 months 
through December 31, 2004 (File No. 99-28(a)(a)) to 
facilitate the Museum Corporation’s ability to sell 
long-term revenue bonds and to facilitate a capital 
campaign to raise charitable donations in support of 
the Museum Corporation’s Butterfly Garden capital 
improvement project.  This agreement remains in 
effect with a five-year renewal in perpetuity for 35 
years, or until a new agreement is negotiated and 
signed. 
 
In 2005, the County guaranteed the repayment of up 
to a $6 million loan package in order for MPM to be 
eligible for working capital resources from JPMorgan 
Chase and Marshall & Ilsley Banks, the “Lenders.”  
MPM required a loan to remain solvent because of 
severe cash flow problems resulting from overly 
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aggressive expansion, financial mismanagement, 
and lax Museum Board oversight.  Milwaukee 
County entered into an agreement with the Lenders, 
approved by the County Board on June 30, 2005, 
guaranteeing the amount of the loan plus interest.  
The guarantee amount is reduced dollar-for-dollar as 
MPM repays the debt.  The guarantee is called if 
MPM cannot make scheduled debt payments, and 
thus the County will pay the debt as it becomes due.  
The Lenders and the County also required the 
following actions from MPM to ensure additional 
fiscal responsibility: an independent five-person 
financial oversight committee appointed by the 
County Executive and County Board Chairman to 
review and approve loan advance requests by MPM 
management as well as monitor the implementation 
of the break-even business plan; and the 
establishment of an unrestricted reserve account to 
deposit cash flow surplus to be used as a first 
resource to pay off the loan. The term of this loan is 
for five years until August 31, 2010 at a mix of flat 
and variable rates. 
 
In January 2007, a Museum Recovery Committee 
was formed, including all major MPM stakeholders, 
to determine and recommend a comprehensive 
financial recovery plan to ensure the long-term 
financial viability of the museum.  The recommended 
and County Board approved recovery plan includes 
major donor gifts, lender concessions and debt 
restructuring, MPM fund raising commitments and 
operating efficiencies, reduced purchase price of the 
former Discovery World building, and a 10-year 
funding commitment to MPM from Milwaukee 
County.  The commitments/actions of each of the 
stakeholders, conditional upon the 
commitments/actions of the others, resulted in a 
substantial multi-million dollar package of financial 
improvements for the museum.  Milwaukee County’s 
commitments in the recovery plan include 
maintaining the 2006 level of annual operating 
support for a 10-year period beginning in 2008 at 
approximately $3.5 million.  The agreement also 
includes a minimum of $4.0 million in capital 
improvement project funding over a 5-year period.  
The proceeds from the donor committed $5.0 million 
challenge grant will be used to pay off and 
extinguish the County guaranteed debt that was 
established in the 2005 loan package. 
 
 

CAPITAL BUDGET HISTORY 
 
In 1994, Milwaukee County issued $8.9 million in 
bonds for the addition of a large screen theater 
(IMAX) to the Museum Complex.  In 1996, MPM and 
Discovery World Museum jointly opened the theater 
and shared operating expenses and revenues.  In 
1999, the County and MPM refunded the remaining 
outstanding debt for the IMAX Theater of 
approximately $8.0 million.  In March of 2000, 
Milwaukee County, acting as a conduit for MPM, 
issued $4.2 million in revenue bonds for MPM to 
fund the Pulicher Butterfly Wing and purchase 
Discovery World’s interest in, and assume full 
operation of, the IMAX Theater.  The purchase was 
completed in April 2000. 
 

BUDGET HIGHLIGHTS 
 

• County Board Resolution (File No. 07-260), 
adopted June 21, 2007, states that Milwaukee 
County’s contribution to MPM increases 
$175,119, from $3,327,257 in 2007 to 
$3,502,376 in 2008, equivalent to the 2006 
funding level per the approved Recovery Plan 
and Amendment 10 to the Lease and 
Management Agreement.  This amount is based 
on the funding agreement as stipulated in the 
amended Lease and Management Agreement, 
which states that annual funding is fixed for a 
10-year period beginning in 2008.   

 
• Expenditures of $803,760 are budgeted in 2008 

for capital improvements at the Milwaukee 
Public Museum.  For further detail, refer to the 
2008 Capital Improvements Budget.      
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OPERATING AUTHORITY & PURPOSE 
 
Pursuant to Section 59.56(3) of the Wisconsin 
Statutes, Milwaukee County UW-Extension provides 
a Cooperative Extension Service by joint agreement 
between Milwaukee County and the University of 
Wisconsin.  The UW-Extension identifies and 
responds to family and community needs for 
practical education, research and knowledge.  It 
provides Milwaukee County access to the research 
and resources of the University of Wisconsin 

System.  Its educational programs promote 
community collaborations focused on youth and 
family development, community and economic 
development and the environment.  It strives to 
empower individuals, families, and communities 
through the development of critical skills in 
leadership, strategic planning, problem solving and 
decision-making.

MISSION

The Milwaukee County University Extension 
Service’s (UW-Extension) mission is to connect 
people to university knowledge they can use.  The 
UW-Extension makes a special effort to reach those 
who are traditionally underserved including 
minorities, low-income families, and people with 
disabilities.  The goal is to provide high-quality, low-
cost educational opportunities that emphasize 
practical skills to be applied immediately. 
 

DEPARTMENT DESCRIPTION 
 

UW-Extension consists of Administration, Family 
Living, Horticulture/Urban Agriculture, Youth 
Development and Community Natural Resources, 
and Economic Development sections. The 
department delivered 22 different programs and 
reached about 73,000 county residents in 2006. 
 
Administrative operations include program support 
and evaluation, professional development, 
personnel management, accounting and financial 
planning and technology support. These resources 
are provided for Milwaukee County and the State of 
Wisconsin through contracts with the University of 
Wisconsin-Extension.  The Director of the Milwaukee 
County Extension department serves as the 
representative of the University of Wisconsin-

Extension and works with Extension faculty to 
ensure strong and effective educational programs. 
 
Family Living provides training in the areas of 
parenting, food science and nutrition, poverty, 
financial management, foreclosure prevention and 
predatory lending. This program also provides 
professional development for home visitors. 
 
Horticulture/Urban Agriculture offers instruction 
on home and community food production and the 
safe use of pesticides, assistance for community 
gardens, rental gardens, volunteer service and 
education through the Master Gardener Program, 
and advice on plant care for homeowners.  
 
Youth Development helps youth build leadership 
and life skills through experiential learning, promotes 
the natural sciences to youth between the ages of 6 
and 19, broadens awareness of career and 
education opportunities, helps youth and youth 
workers develop conflict management and 
communication skills, networks with other youth 
serving agencies and school teachers.  
 
Community Natural Resources and Economic 
Development stresses economic revitalization, 
water quality improvement, waste management, 
small business development, local government 
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education, strategic planning, non-profit and 
neighborhood organizational development and 
technology education. 
 

BUDGET HIGHLIGHTS 
 
• As in 2007, .25 FTE of Clerical Assistant 2 (NR) 

is unfunded. 
 
• Departments have the authority to fill unfunded 

positions provided they do not incur a salary 
deficit. 

 
• The abatement of Countywide crosscharges is 

discontinued in 2008.  The tax levy previously in 
the servicing department is redistributed to the 
recipient departments in an amount 
corresponding to the crosscharges. This results 
in a tax levy redistribution equal to the change in 
abatements.  Due primarily to this change in 
methodology, there is no increase or decrease 
in direct tax levy for this department.  The actual 
change in tax levy for this department from 2007 
is a decrease of $11,947. 

 
• All departments are required to operate within 

their expenditure appropriations and their overall 
budgets.  Pursuant to Section 59.60(12), 
Wisconsin Statutes, "No payment may be 
authorized or made and no obligation incurred 
against the county unless the county has 
sufficient appropriations for payment. No 
payment may be made or obligation incurred 
against an appropriation unless the director first 
certifies that a sufficient unencumbered balance 
is or will be available in the appropriation to 
make the payment or to meet the obligation 
when it becomes due and payable. An obligation 
incurred and an authorization of payment in 
violation of this subsection is void. A county 
officer who knowingly violates this subsection is 
jointly and severely liable to the county for the 
full amount paid. A county employee who 
knowingly violates this subsection may be 
removed for cause."

DEBT SERVICE CONTRIBUTIONS 
 
Reserve for County Bonds (4703) 
 
A contribution of $3,009,454 from the Reserve for 
County Bonds is anticipated for 2008. 
 
The reserve proceeds consist of accrued interest 
and unallocated proceeds of $109,454 from the sale 
of the 2007 General Obligation Corporate Purpose 
Bonds that will be applied towards the 2008 interest 
payment for the bonds in accordance with State 
Statute. In addition, $900,000 in surplus 2006 bond 
proceeds from the capital project WC048 – 
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Courthouse Annex Demolition and Surface Lot 
Reconstruction is budgeted to be applied towards 
the 2008 interest payment on the bonds.  Also, 
$2,000,000 was deposited in the debt service 
reserve from the 2006 surplus.  These funds will be 
applied towards the 2008 debt service payment. 
 
As of September 2007, the debt service reserve 
balance is $2,094,316. 
 
Jail Assessment Surcharge (1315) 
 
Jail Assessment Surcharge Revenue of $1,360,000 
is projected to be used to pay 2008 debt service 
costs for the construction of the Criminal Justice 
Facility (CJF) as allowed by Wisconsin Statutes 
Section 302.46(2). 
 
Golf Course Enhancement Fee – Debt Service 
(4702) 
 
Beginning in 2008, a new Golf Course Enhancement 
Fee is created (50 cent for every nine holes of golf 
played) with the revenue generated dedicated to 
offset debt service expenditures for capital 
improvements related to golf courses.  The 
estimated revenue amount from the Golf Course 
Enhancement Fee is $300,000. 
 
Sale of Capital Asset (4905) 
 
Doyne Hospital Sale Revenues 
 
Based on the sale agreement between Milwaukee 
County and Froedtert Memorial Lutheran Hospital 
(Froedtert), the County will receive annual payments 
over 20 years beginning in 1997 and ending in 2016 
based on the net operating cash flow generated by 
Froedtert.  Based on 5.25 percent of net operating

Milwaukee Kickers Soccer Club 
 
The County issued a total of $3,750,000 in 1994 and 
1995 General Obligation Bonds for the Milwaukee 

Kickers Soccer Club (MKSC) for the purpose of 
purchasing land and developing an indoor/outdoor 
sports complex to be located at the Uihlein Soccer 
Park at 7101 West Good Hope Road in Milwaukee.  
The MKSC agreed to repay the County for debt 
service on these bonds.   
 
On July 23, 1998, the County Board of Supervisors 
approved Resolution File No. 98-427, which 
authorized an amendment of the lease agreement 
between the MKSC and Milwaukee County to 
restructure the lease payment schedule.  The new 
payment plan reflects the donation to MKSC of the 
Uihlein Soccer Park land and associated costs by 
establishing a level payment schedule of $430,000 
annually and extending the schedule from 2010 to 
2011, beginning in 1998. 
 
In addition, the payment dates were changed from 
June and December to August and February, 
beginning in 1999.  On October 18, 2001, Milwaukee 
County issued $49,925,000 in Corporate Purpose 
Refunding Bonds to refund a portion of the 1994, 
1995 and 1996 bonds.  The bonds sold at a 
premium, which was budgeted under the Debt 
Service Revenues section for the 2002 Budget.  A 
portion of the refund savings and premium have 
been applied to the outstanding Milwaukee Kickers 
debt, which has reduced the lease payment from 
$430,000 to $424,000 for 2003 and future years. 
 
The payment amount for 2008 is $424,000. 
 
Marcus Center Renovation 
 
The County issued a total of $5,802,000 in General 
Obligation Bonds during 1994 and 1995 for the 
purpose of renovating the interior of the Marcus 
Center for the Performing Arts.  The Marcus Center 
is undertaking a private fund-raising effort to repay 
the County for bonds issued for the $12.7 million 
project.  Based on information provided by the 
Marcus Center, current pledges are sufficient to 
repay bonds issued by Milwaukee County for this 
project.  The budget amount for 2008 is $453,460. 
 
Intergovernmental Cooperation Council 
 
The County issued $2,500,000 General Obligation 
Building Bonds, Series 1997A on July 17, 1997 on 
behalf of the Intergovernmental Cooperation Council 
(ICC) for the development of an animal control 
shelter.  The County and ICC have developed a final 
agreement as required for the release of the bond 
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proceeds to the ICC.  The ICC will repay the County 
for actual debt service costs on this issue.   
 
In 2005, Milwaukee County refunded the debt, which 
resulted in savings of $55,643 over the life of the 
issue.  The debt service payments reflect the 
savings per maturity. 
 
Reimbursement for debt service costs for 2008 totals 
$220,720. 
 
Private Geographic Members (PGMs) 
 
In 2003, Milwaukee County issued general 
obligation bonds to finance Project WG008 – 
Milwaukee County Grounds Roadway Rehabilitation.  
Milwaukee County Ordinance 98.01 states that the 
Private Geographic Members (PGM’s) shall share in 
the cost of improvements at the County Grounds on 
an equitable basis.  The PGM’s consist of Milwaukee 
County (DHHS – Behavioral Health Division), 
Froedtert Hospital, Children’s Hospital, Medical 
College of Wisconsin, Curative Rehabilitation and 
Blood Center of Southeastern Wisconsin. 
 
The cost allocations for improvements are based on 
a cost sharing formula that is determined by the 
square footage of building area that the geographic 
members bear to the total gross square feet of the 
building area of all geographic members combined.  
The square footage is evaluated annually and is 
expressed as a percentage.  Presently, the 
allocation for the County is 17.8 percent and the 
combined percentage for the remaining PGM’s is 
82.2 percent.  Therefore, 82.2 percent of the debt 
service costs for the roadway improvements will be 
paid by the remaining PGMs.  The budgeted amount 
for 2008 is $212,880. 
 
State Trust Fund Loan Program 
 
In 2004, Milwaukee County borrowed $539,524 from 
the State Trust Fund Loan Program to finance 
various equipment items.  The County borrowed an 
additional $18,627,012 to finance a portion of its 
pension contribution variance.  The amortization 
period is four years for the equipment loan and five 
years for the pension loan.  The 2008 principal and 
interest amounts for the equipment loan are 
$137,256 and $7,653, respectively.  The 2008 
principal and interest amounts for the pension loan 
are $3,894,857 and $482,803, respectively.  These 
amounts are included in the account 8021 and 8022 

for the payment of principal and interest.  The total 
loan payment for 2008 is $4,522,568.   
 
The County has received a $1,000,000 loan from the 
State Trust Fund Loan Program to finance housing 
for persons with mental illness.  The estimated 
annual payment is $147,000 and the first payment 
will be due on March 15, 2009.  The 2008 Capital 
Improvements Budget includes an additional 
$1,000,000 loan from the State Trust Fund Loan 
Program to finance special needs housing to serve 
clients of the Behavioral Health Division.  If 
approved, the first payment of this loan would not be 
due until 2009 or 2010. 
 
1993 Levy Rate Cap:  Effective August 12, 1993, 
Section 59.605, Wisconsin Statutes imposed a 
property tax rate limit for Wisconsin counties.  
Separate limits were imposed for operating levy 
rates and debt service levy rates.  The operating 
levy rate is $4.08 per $1,000 equalized value and 
the debt levy rate limit is $1.42 per $1,000 equalized 
value.  The baseline for the rate limit is the 1992 
actual tax rate adopted for 1993 budget purposes.  
The County cannot exceed the operating levy rate 
and debt levy rate limits unless one or more 
conditions apply, as described below.  The statute 
establishes specific penalties for failure to meet the 
tax rate limit requirements.  Among the penalties for 
exceeding the tax rate limits are reductions in State 
shared revenues and transportation aids. 
 
Under the terms of the 1993 levy rate cap, general 
obligation debt can be issued only if one of the 
following conditions is met:  (1) a referendum is held 
that approves the debt issuance; (2) the County 
Board of Supervisors adopts a resolution that sets 
forth its reasonable expectation that the issuance of 
the debt will not cause the County to increase the 
debt levy rate; (3) the issuance of the debt was 
authorized by an initial resolution adopted prior to 
the effective date of 1993 Wisconsin Act 16 (August 
12, 1993); (4) the debt is issued for certain specified 
purposes, including financing regional projects under 
Section 67.5(7)(f); (5) the debt is issued to fund or 
refund outstanding municipal obligations; or (6) the 
County Board of Supervisors adopts an initial 
resolution authorizing the issuance of the debt by a 
vote of at least three-fourths of the members-elect of 
the County Board. 
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2005 Levy Cap:  Effective and modified October 26, 
2007, Section 66.0602, 2005 Wisconsin Act 25 
Local Levy Limits were enacted so that no city, 
village, town or county may increase its levy in any 
year by a percentage that exceeds the political 
subdivision’s valuation factor or 3.86 percent plus 
the terminated TID percentage of the adjusted prior 
year levy.  The “valuation factor” means a 
percentage equal to the percentage change in the 
political subdivision’s January 1 equalized value due 
to new construction. 
 
The 2005 levy cap combines operating and debt 
service levy amounts.  The conditions under which 
the levy limit may be adjusted include:   
 

(a) if a political subdivision transfers to another 
governmental unit responsibility for providing 
any service that the political subdivision 
provided in the preceding year, the levy 
increase limit otherwise applicable under 
this section to the political subdivision in the 
current year is decreased to reflect the cost 
that the political subdivision would have 
incurred to provide that service as 
determined by the department of revenue;  

(b) if a political subdivision increases the 
services that it provides by adding 
responsibility for providing a service 
transferred to it from another governmental 
unit that provided the service in the 
preceding year, the levy increase limit 
otherwise applicable under this section to 
the political subdivision in the current year is 
increased to reflect the costs of that service, 
as determined by the department of 
revenue;  

(c) if a city or village annexes territory from a 
town, the city’s or village’s levy increase limit 
otherwise applicable under this section is 

increased in the current year by an amount 
equal to the town levy on the annexed 
territory in the preceding year and the levy 
increase limit otherwise applicable under 
this section in the current year for the town 
from which the territory is annexed is 
decreased by that same amount, as 
determined by the department of revenue; 

(d)  (1) if the amount of debt service for a 
political subdivision is the preceding year is 
less than the amount of debt service needed 
in the current year, as a result of the political 
subdivision adopting a resolution before July 
1, 2005, authorizing the issuance of debt, 
the levy increase limit otherwise applicable 
to the political subdivision in the current year 
is increased by the difference between these 
two amounts, as determined by the 
department of revenue and (2)  if the limit 
does not apply to amounts levied by a 
political subdivision for the payment of any 
general obligation debt service, including 
debt service on debt issued or reissued to 
fund or refund outstanding obligations of the 
political subdivision, interest on outstanding 
debt of the political subdivision, or the 
payment of related issuance costs or 
redemption premiums, authorized on or after 
July 1, 2005, and secured by the full faith 
and credit of the political subdivision;  

(e)  the limit does not apply to the amount that a 
county levies in that year for a county 
children with disabilities education board; 
and, (f)  the limit does not apply to the 
amount that a 1st class city levies for school 
purposes.  The County is required to comply 
with both the 1993 levy rate cap and the 
2005 levy cap.

Chairman Holloway, members of the County Board, Sheriff Clarke, Treasurer 
Diliberti, Clerk Ryan, fellow citizens of Milwaukee County: thank you for the 
opportunity to address you here today.  At this time, I want to acknowledge the 
ten employees of Milwaukee County who are currently on military leave due to 
activation with our Armed Forces.  They, and their families and loved ones, are in 
our thoughts and prayers.   
 
The son of Domingo Leguizamon, Eric, is here with us today and I want to, once 
again, extend my thanks to you and to all of the other families and loved ones for 
your courage and dedication.  We salute you. 
 
Today I want to shift my focus from the mechanics of county government and 
look instead at the potential of this great county. I believe that we can make 
Milwaukee County even greater by working to improve three things:  safety, 
affordability and pride.  
 
My quest these past five years does not end in wanting to hold the line on taxes.  
Instead, it begins with holding the line on taxes and then reallocating the budget 
to spend less on our government, and more on improving our community.   
 
Safety.  Affordability.  And Pride.  
 
If we don’t feel safe in our community, we have lost our freedom. The freedom to 
sit out on our porches or let our children play in our front yards. The freedom to 
send our kids to school without the fear of them getting shot. The freedom to 
enjoy all Milwaukee County has to offer during the day and after dark…along the 
lake or in the city...in a park or at home.  We need to be vigilant in creating a 
Milwaukee County that is free of fear. A Milwaukee County where we all feel 
safe.  



 
Without a sense of security, nothing else matters.  That is why – in this budget – I 
make public safety a priority.  Even with our fiscal challenges, we give the Sheriff 
the resources needed to protect our parks and buses and to address violent 
crime in the City of Milwaukee and beyond. We invest to continue the successful 
reclaiming of the lakefront.   
 
We put more into programs that keep our young people out of a cycle of crime.  
We do more to supervise offenders and not just watch them sleep at night.  And 
we preserve one of the best paramedic programs in the country and provide it 
with advanced equipment to save more lives. 
 
I want to publicly thank Sheriff David Clarke for his leadership on this initiative 
and say that we are ready to stand with you and your deputies to make this 
county even safer.   
 
Safety.  Affordability.  And Pride. 
 
Do you realize that if taxes continued to go up at the same rate as they did 
before I got here we would be paying $43.9 million more in taxes this year?  As 
I’ve said before, we cannot ask the taxpayers to pay for the pension excesses of 
the past.   
 
On Tuesday, former state Commerce Secretary Cory Nettles noted that many of 
the companies coming into Wisconsin identified taxes as being too high.  If we 
want to create an environment for more jobs in our state and in our county, we 
have to make it affordable for them to be here. 
 
The same goes for local taxpayers.  The sad reality is that many people who 
made their living and raised their families in Milwaukee are being forced to move, 
because they can’t afford to pay the taxes anymore. We owe it to the generation 
that built Milwaukee County and all that follow to do everything in our power to 
make this a place they can raise their children, watch their grandchildren grow 
and live out their days without ever having to think of leaving.  
 
This budget was created so that the retired couple living on Social Security… the 
new homeowners with a baby … the entrepreneur just branching out to start a 
new business… could make a go of it here. This is why we do not raise the tax 
levy.  And it’s also why I don’t support adding to our overall tax burden with a 
new sales tax.  
 
 
Safety.  Affordability.  And Pride. 
 
We have a lot to be proud of, but I have so much more hope for what we can 
accomplish in the future.  
 



I hold out hope for an integrated transportation system. We invest in our bridges, 
roads and parkways.  We maintain our bus routes and our ParaTransit service 
and we continue to provide discounts for frequent riders and subsidies for 
seniors, students and people with disabilities.  
 
On another transportation issue, we continue to grow our airport as it is our front 
door into the region. In 2006 over 7.3 million passengers came through Mitchell 
International Airport. That record will be broken in 2007.  That gives me hope that 
Milwaukee’s economic engine is revving.  
 
If you listen closely, you can hear the sound of that engine throughout the county. 
Last year, we had more than $1.1 billion worth of new construction in our county 
and with all of the cranes popping up, we are on pace to hit that mark again this 
year.  We also hope to break ground for the UWM School of Engineering on the 
county grounds.  We will consolidate our resources to help provide better 
housing options for those with mental illness.  And we will transform our assets 
into new projects that produce jobs. 
 
But creating pride is more than just creating jobs.  Hope for the future also comes 
in the form of a safety net for those in need.  We continue to provide a managed 
care system of health care for low-income individuals.  We’ll grow our program to 
provide long-term care for older adults and look to expand FamilyCare to people 
with disabilities under the age of 60 so we can ultimately eliminate the waiting 
lists for services.  And we improve care for people with mental illness.   
 
Community pride comes from the things that make us unique.  We’ll improve our 
zoo through a powerful partnership with the Zoological Society of Milwaukee and 
the benefits of some $30 million of capital investments.  We add at least 15,000 
more hours of work and new equipment for the care of our parks and we move 
forward with an aggressive new aquatics plan, new playground equipment and 
new additions to the Domes and the lakefront.  And despite our budget 
challenges, we’ll continue support for our cultural institutions.   
 
And I hold out hope that we can rebuild pride by instituting a long-term plan of 
reform and good management.  We add more financial oversight, propose a solid 
Pension Obligation Bond program, begin a master space plan and embark on a 
long-term strategic planning process.   
 
We pursue energy efficiency and promote environmental sustainability.  And I 
firmly support a stronger ethics code to reaffirm the public’s trust in county 
government.   
 
I want to thank Supervisor Joe Rice and the other committee members for their 
work on a new ethics code.   
 
 
Safety.  Affordability.  And Pride. And realistically, one more word…challenges. 
 



 
The biggest challenge we face is wrestling with the burden of our legacy costs.  
In 2007, we were able to cap the lump sum backdrop benefit for the final group of 
employees.  Working with the members of the County Board, we will continue to 
push our lawsuit against the county’s and pension systems’ former actuary to 
recover damages arising out of the 2000 pension changes. 
 
Voluntary agreements this past year with the majority of our unions helped 
dramatically drop the projected increase in health care costs.  Now, we look to 
fully implement a wellness and disease management program to further drive 
down those costs.   
 
Overtime is a major issue – particularly at the House of Correction and the 
Mental Health Complex.  In this budget, we add a new initiative to improve the 
recruitment of key employees and the management of overtime.  Our challenge 
is not from the lack of funded positions, but in the difficulty in filling those 
positions.   
 
Debt service costs from the past continue to drain the budget.  In turn, I present a 
capital budget that meets our previous target of a $30 million cap on all bonded 
projects.  This will help us manage the costs of paying off debt in the future.   
 
Finally, we have the challenge of state government.  Certainly, the uncertainty 
about a state budget is a problem for us and all other local governments.  With 
this in mind, we tried to be realistic in our projections for what may or may not be 
in the state budget. 
 
Still, the reality is that the state is sticking it to Milwaukee County.   
 
Take the costs of holding a juvenile sentenced into the state system as an 
example.  In every version of the budget (from the Governor’s to the Joint 
Finance Committee; from the Senate to the Assembly to the Conference 
Committee), all of them jack up the rates some 22%.   
 
Holding a young person in the state system will now cost $97,820 per year.  This 
is enough to send more than 19 kids to UWM for a year.  This is wrong.  
 
Years ago, a former Governor called local government officials big spenders, but 
it seems that the opposite is true today.  Seven years ago, the average daily 
population at state juvenile institutions was 1,439.  Earlier this year, the count 
was down to 795.  Amazingly, the state has taken little or no action to reduce the 
overhead costs of running these institutions.  So who are the true big spenders?  
We need the state to cut costs and then lower the rates.  Anything less is just a 
state tax increase on local taxpayers. 
 
Here is another example.  State government requires the county to hire staff to 
determine eligibility for food stamps, childcare and Medicaid.  There is no choice 
as this is a state mandate.   



 
Yet over the past four years, the Governor and the members of the State 
Legislature have backed away from covering the costs of these programs to the 
tune of $2.4 million.  Now, to meet yet another state mandate, we have to take 
property tax levy from other programs and pour it into this area.  It is time for the 
state to cover the costs of these mandates or eliminate them, period. 
 
As you can see, we have our hands full with the state.  Still, whether it is the 
state budget or the costs of the pension enhancements and health care costs, we 
have faced similar challenges before and I am certain that we will prevail once 
again.   
 
Despite the fiscal storm we inherited, the county is headed in the right direction.  
Working together, we can make Milwaukee County a safe place to live, an 
affordable place to raise a family, open a business and retire, and a place we’re 
proud to call home, because our quality of life is superior to anywhere else in the 
country.  
 
Finally, I hope you will join me in working to keep our taxes low and our 
expectations high. This is a great place, and I’m honored to be able to serve.

GLOSSARY 
 
Abatement Represents a reduction to overall expenditure amounts in a department.  

Similar to a revenue, it is an account classification used to record the delivery 
of services from one County department to another County department. 
 

Activity A subdivision or cost center of a program against which work is reported. 
 

Advantage An automated accounting and financial management system. 
 

Agency A code used to define an operating entity within a government that is charged 
with the responsibility of providing certain services. 
 

Appropriation An authorization granted by the Board of Supervisors and approved by the 
County Executive to make expenditures and to incur obligations for specific 
purposes.  (Note: Appropriations are specified as to amount and the time in 
which they may be expended.) 
 

Appropriation Unit An accumulation of detail expense budget lines used to control budget 
expenditures. 
 

Bond A written promise to pay a specified sum of money, called the face value or 
principal amount, at a specified date or dates in the future, called the maturity 
date(s), together with periodic interest at a specified rate. 
 

BRASS Budgeting, Reporting and Analysis Support System. 
 

Budget A plan of financial operation embodying an estimate of proposed expenditures 
for a given period and the proposed means of financing them.  Used without 
any modifier, the term indicates a financial plan for a single year. 
 

Budget Control The control or management of a governmental unit of enterprise in 
accordance with an approved budget for the purpose of keeping expenditures 
within the limitations of available appropriations and available revenues. 
 

Budget Message A general discussion of the proposed budget which outlines important 
features and indicates any major change in policy as presented in writing by 
the budget-making authority to the legislative body. 
 

Budgetary Unit The basic accounting entity within the operating appropriations.  The level at 
which budget appropriations are made by the County Board and to which, in 
most instances, appropriations are controlled. 
 

Capital Improvement A non-recurring expenditure used for the preparation of overall program plans 
(master plans) or for acquiring a permanent fixed asset such as land (title or 
easement); improvement of land; construction of roadways, bridges, 
structures or buildings and/or additions thereto; installation of initial equipment 
necessary for the operation of the improvement; replacement of existing fixed 
assets; and substantial reconstruction and/or alteration of existing permanent 
fixed assets which upgrade the improvement beyond its original conditions. 
 

Capital Outlay Expenditures which result in the acquisition of or addition to fixed assets. 
 

Crosscharge An internal charge from one County unit to another County unit for services 
rendered.  It is the offset to an “abatement.” 
 



Debt Service Fund A fund established for administering the annual payments of interest and 
principal on long-term debts other than special assessment and revenue 
bonds. 
 

Department A level one organizational unit within the County.  Responsible for developing 
work plans, overseeing and directing operations of component units (e.g., 
Department of Parks). 
 

Direct Charges Those expenses which can be charged directly as a part of the cost of a 
product or service, or of a department or operating unit as distinguished from 
overhead and other indirect expenses. 
 

Division A level two organizational unit normally reporting to the department level (e.g., 
Marketing Division, Department of Parks). 
 

Enterprise Fund A fund established to account for the financing of a primarily self-supporting 
enterprise that renders goods or services to the public at large on a consumer 
charge basis (e.g., Airport). 
 

Expenditure The cost of goods delivered or services rendered, whether paid or unpaid. 

Fiscal Year Any twelve-month period of time to which the annual budget applies and at 
the end of which a governmental unit determines its financial position and the 
results of its operations.  The fiscal year for Milwaukee County extends from 
January 1 to December 31, as prescribed by State law. 
 

Fringe Benefits 
or Employee 
Group Benefits 

Benefits provided to Milwaukee County employees, including group health 
and life insurance, retirement and Social Security. 

Function An authorized group of activities having a related purpose. 
 

Funded Full Time- 
Equivalent Position 

The total budgeted positions including full-time, part-time, temporary and 
overtime positions, after a lump-sum reduction to establish a net salary 
budget, converted to the decimal equivalent of a full-time position based on 
2,088 hours per year. 
 

General Fund A fund established to account for all financial transactions not properly 
accounted for in another fund. 
 

Grant A contribution from another governmental unit or outside agency.  The 
contribution is usually made to aid in the support of a specified function, but it 
sometimes is also for general programs or specific projects. 
 

Group A level four organizational unit in the reporting hierarchy which is a 
subdivision of section organization units (e.g., McKinley Marina, North Region 
Section, Operations Division, Department of Parks). 
 

Indirect Charges Those expenses which by their nature cannot be readily allocated to a 
specific activity or project on a direct basis.  These expenses are prorated to 
the activity code or project levels. 
 



Internal Service Fund A fund established for the financing of special activities and services 
performed by a designated organization unit within a governmental jurisdiction 
for other organization units within the same governmental jurisdiction (e.g., 
Facilities Management Division, Department of Parks and Public 
Infrastructure). 
 

Net Salary Reduction A reduction to personnel costs based on departmental experience of retaining 
unoccupied positions and frequency of persons hired to replace those leaving.  
Net salary reduction is also used to curtail personal service spending, while 
maintaining vacant funded positions. 

Objective A description of a task or function to be accomplished in specific and 
measurable terms within a defined period of time. 
 

Other Direct Revenue A source of income to the County through a user fee, sale of goods, interest 
earnings and other similar activities.  This income is a result of such things as 
the sale of licenses and permits, fines, forfeitures and penalties and other 
service fee charges. 
 

Program Any (or a number of) activities combined in a specific plan to accomplish a 
service objective within the guidelines of the resource management 
framework. 
 

Reporting Category Used to track financial information related to grants. 
 

Revenue Income received by County Government in support of the government’s 
program of services to the community.  It includes such items as property 
taxes, fees, user charges, grants, fines and State or Federal funds. 
 

SBFS Salary, Benefit and Forecasting System used to determine total costs of 
salaries, wages and fringe benefits paid to or for employees of Milwaukee 
County. 
 

Section A level three organizational unit which is a subdivision of division 
organizational units. 
 

Service A grouping of programs in the resources management hierarchy.  Services 
are delineated as part of predetermined functions aimed at general 
community goals. 
 

Tax Levy The total public contribution of general property taxes to be collected by the 
government to meet public needs.

Capital Improvements 
 
 
The 2008 Capital Improvements Budget includes 90 separate projects for a total expenditure 
appropriation of $57,212,387.  Anticipated reimbursement revenue (Federal, State and local grants) totals 
$17,377,719 resulting in net County financing of $39,834,668. 
 
Appropriations for 76 corporate purpose projects total $45,909,987 with offsetting reimbursement 
revenues of $10,409,954.  The resulting net county financing of $35,500,033 is to be financed by 
$29,844,933 in general obligation corporate purpose bonds, $1,000,000 in State Trust Fund Loan, 
$417,000 in sales tax revenues, $778,100 in investment earnings from the bond proceeds, $1,285,000 in 
Passenger Facility Charges (PFC) revenue, $1,275,000 in miscellaneous revenue and $900,000 in 
private donations. 
 
Budgeted expenditure appropriations for 2008 Airport capital improvements total $11,302,400. Airport 
reimbursement revenue of $6,967,765 results in net County financing of $4,334,635.  Net County 
financing for Airport projects includes $1,960,750 in General Airport Revenue Bonds and $907,940 in 
Passenger Facility Charges (PFC) revenue bonds and/or pay-as-you-go PFC financing, and $1,465,945 
in revenue from the Airport capital improvements reserve. 
 
From 1982 through 2000, all Airport improvement costs not reimbursed by State or Federal agencies 
have been debt financed using general obligation bonds or financed through pay-as-you-go PFC 
revenues.  Airlines housed in General Mitchell International Airport (GMIA) have agreed to pay all 
accrued principal and interest payments on debt issued on behalf of the Airport.  Debt issued for the 
Airport from 1982 to 1984 is being repaid by the Airlines in accordance with a 25-year repayment 
schedule outlined in the Airline lease agreement.  Bonds issued after 1984 are repaid by the Airlines over 
the actual term of the issue.  Airport bonds issued after 1985 are classified as private activity bonds.  
These bonds remain tax-exempt, but income earned from these bonds may be subject to the Alternative 
Minimum Tax for some taxpayers.  The County began issuing General Airport Revenue Bonds in 2000 to 
finance the GMIA parking facility.  Beginning in 2004, the County has been issuing PFC-backed revenue 
bonds supported by GARBs.  All debt service payments for the revenue bonds will be the responsibility of 
the Airlines using GMIA.  A portion of the PFC-backed bond issues were GARBs.
