Meeting began 9:15
1) Accept Minutes of December 2007 Meeting, with spelling corrections as noted.
2) Membership- Deb Pasha’s spot, Dave stepping down as chair
a) Bill Koch has expressed interest and Dave will approach him.  Claude suggested we explore changing our by-laws to include other interested candidates (e.g., Shea, Chicagoland Bike Fed person).  Vince volunteered that he will step down to free up a spot; Dave will contact Shea.
b) Dave would like to step down as chair so that the BPTF feels more comfortable criticizing the City’s progress; Maurice offered to chair.  Tasks of the chair include chairing meeting, setting annual goals, and writing the annual report.  Jeff expressed concern that the chair is a time consuming position and that is why city personnel staffed it. BPTF tabled change until the April meeting in order to allow further definition of the roles and duties.
3) Updated bike map review

a) New map reflects base color changes, new line colors, pedestrian info, pools; suggestions including changing outside color, labeling off street trails and including date printed.
b) Jill asked how streets are designated in the surrounding communities; Bike Fed did it originally.  Jeff suggested that DPW could figure out a system of keeping them up to date, including notification and including it as an ICC agenda.  Printing to be completed by Bike Expo.
4) Accessible winter sidewalks
a) Brief discussion of Journal photo; plan due in March to Common Council including prioritizing bus stops and cross walks.  Mark noted that the biggest complaint is walks that adjoin private parking lots, which get plowed perfectly for autos with the walks ignored. Mark also suggested that DNS could simplify reporting so that the Police Dept could help better. Claude suggested that the new meter pay kiosks need attention as well. The BPTF has already submitted a letter and testified, as well as met with key local officials; follow up input meeting should ensue. A lengthy discussion ensued regarding how to re-prioritize the ped/bike needs; BPTF members will be notified when the report is done and the schedule for committee review.
5) Wheel and Sprocket Bike Expo – March 19-22, 2008.
a) BPTF table will be shared with Safety Division.  Dave requested that folks volunteer either for our table or Bike Feds, especially to distribute to survey. Dave will solicit volunteers via a sign-up sheet and try to make sure our table adjoins the Bike Feds.
6) 2008 Goals 
a) Renamed “Work Plan”, which will be emailed out to everyone for one last kick of the cat before Dave removes missing info. Dave volunteered to make some modifications. Brachman suggested we rank our top 3 goals, but no one volunteered to collate and rank them. For 2009 goals/work plan the BPTF will meet in the fall to do a more thorough effort so that it is ready to go by the first of the year.
7) Bike Licenses – Tabled until next meeting.
8) Other – 
a) Angie brought up the meeting held regarding the Lincoln Ave. viaduct as an option for better access to Bay St.  Redecking scheduled for 2011.  Angie asked what it would take to beautify bridge = $$$ if major, but modest improvements such as the Hawley Rd Bridge could happen. The capacity issues will also be addressed with possibly reducing it to a 2 lane, bike and wide sidewalk facility. Angie asked if the same source of funding that did the 6th St. viaduct could be tapped. No. Exemplary Human Environment funding might be applicable.
b) 6th and Rosedale hearing today; DPW has been neutral, since the bike trail can exist with a new development proposed by Cardinal Capital and would take some ongoing maintenance responsibility.
c) Vince asked about lighting and paving of Holton Street; no paving included. Dave suggested that re-prioritizing could be dependent on streetscaping priorities.
d) Linear park is under contract based upon a first ever consensus in Riverwest.
e) Jill suggested that we pay attention to Zoo Interchange alternatives, which are just being developed.
